The
students are coming from seven villages to our
school for getting the best education as our school

has a good reputation in Mancherial district.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic the whole
world has gone into pandemic state. It badly
affected the School Education. But our
Government has taken vigorous steps to overcome
the problem and issued orders to conduct online

classes through mobile phone and television.

I took the opportunity and decided to provide
good education to our students even in the
pandemic time. [ met the volunteers of my school
and explained the situation. The volunteers
happily came forward to work with me without
taking any remuneration. All of my students are
below 10 years of age and it was difficult to make
them sit before TVs and mobile phones without
supervision. The parents working in agricultural
farms leave their children in their houses. Hence
I allotted one student each to every volunteer to
visit the house and monitor his/her online classes.
Many parents did not have smart phones. Our
school volunteers used to give their phones to
the students to attend online classes every day.
Some of the parents hesitated to give their phones
to their children due to the fear that their children
may misuse, where our volunteer gave assurance
in regard. Daily I visited the village to meet the
villagers and observed the learners attending

online classes.
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In this connection it is to mention about the
Ippalagudem village from where 19 students are
coming to our school. It is a tribal village and all
the people are dwelling in huts and not in a
position to have cell phones. Only one or two
people are having phones and televisions. I met
them and requested them to allow our students to
watch classes in their TVs. They happily agreed
and extended their co-operation. We have

provided sanitizers to the students who could not
afford them.

Besides, we taught about the precautions to
be taken to prevent COVID-19 such as washing
of hands frequently, maintaining physical distance,
wearing masks etc., we took every care about
our students' health and hygiene. I am happy to
tell that none of our students or parents were
affected with virus. Thus, we could conduct
online classes systematically and our students
gained knowledge. We are proud to say that our
systematic efforts to provide online classes to
poor students by directing volunteers to their
villages, the parents came forward to join their
children in our school and we got 54 new
admissions. We are very happy to inform that 22
students of our school got seats in TS residential
schools, even in these critical times.

Because of our systematic online
teaching, our students got seats in
residential schools.

This is the success story our Rebbanpally
primary school in the crucial time of the COVID-
19 pandemic. I have to reiterate thanks to my
volunteers who worked without any remuneration
and extended their co-operation to run online
classes successfully which helped to retain the
reputation of my school even in this pandemic
period.

Because I never been
to IIT Bombay. I am slow but perfect. And
remember, [ have the will to learn against all odds
- just like my children," said the teacher proudly.
She learnt to conduct meetings, correct notes
using doodle, asked the student to read English,
record and post. But gradually, children played
PUBG on their phones all the time. Fed up, parents
started sending them to work in the fields or rear
cattle or anywhere as long as they are away from
home.

All the students and teachers are in a dilly-
dallying situation. In the prevalling uncertainty,
the visionary headmaster, Ramaswamy decided

to start online classes from March, 2020.

He said that a positive person sees
opportunities instead of obstacles. The
Headmaster and the teachers strongly believe that
education alone can bring a drastic change in the
lives of students. We decided to utilize this
pandemic period into a fruitful and joyful learning

At first, teachers conducted online classes
on WhatsApp and mapped students with no smart
phones to those having them.

It made the classes somewhat
monotonous. So, I searched for other alternatives.
I spent much of my time to learn new online tools
and I have started creating Power Point
Presentations (PPTs) with animations. I learned
online tools through YouTube tutorials and the
animated lessons have generated a lot of interest
among students. The online classes have become

more jubilant and vibrant.
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Taking a step ahead, the department of
English, ZPHS Indiranagar- Ramini Satyalaxmi,
Madhu and Anitha started the ZPHS Indiranagar
Smart Kids Programme. Our objective is to make
the students become future technology leaders.
The students should hone the skills of technology.
They should become digital literates and well
versed in using the ICT tools. We introduced 20
ICT tools which includes - Collaborative tools
like Google Docs, Google Slides, Google

To continue my work
with full courage, I took advice from academic
heads, took the support of class teachers, parents
in identifying issues of the child while attending
online classes. In this process, I started exploring
various options of schooling which can monitor

the child's learning and also guide them

These options include different modes of

teaching -

1) Usage of remote learning websites like
“Read theory” and “Khan academy”
that enable us to monitor child's
progress. They helped improve the
child's ability to read and understand
concepts and to check their language
and cognitive skills. These web sources
were of great help to guide children in
inculcating interest in reading and

problem-solving ability for improving

their cognitive and language skills.
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2) Helped the students in reading using phonics and developed listening skills by expressions I

4) Guidance given to parents on how to use craft material at home to make creative projects
which involves parents and children to participate actively in the creative learning process.
This has allowed the development of child's socio-emotional skills. Kids started showing

interest in doing activities to showcase their creativity.

5) Therapeutic home-
schooling : Prepared a plan
for moderate to severe | i}
autistic children,
I personally visited and sent
therapists to meet the needs
of children.

The closure of the schools as a result of the
Covid-19 pandemic has opened doors for home
learning on virtual platforms. Since the pandemic
paralyzed school education, government school
teachers have been looking for the right mix of
technology and curriculum to meet the needs of
children. The pandemic created discomfort,
which fueled the desire in teachers to use a variety
of innovative teaching methods. The ability to
reinforce learning by using technology in harmony
with classroom instruction has enabled a
government school teacher to create a conducive
teaching-learning environment beyond a regular
classroom setting. Here is the story of a
Mathematics teacher G Amarender, from ZPHS
P.APally in Nalgonda District, who innovatively
designed a device ‘Online learning made easy’
to teach mathematical formulae, theorems, and

problem-solving methods.

G. Amarender’s openness to technology and

the need for time, galvanized him to develop his

own device to impart math lessons to students.
He uses Zoom App for online teaching in which
this device acts as a whiteboard for children
looking for procedures to solve the problems.
Amarender, who always consciously slip into the
world of innovation in teaching, attended a series
of sessions on Vedic math. In one of the sessions,
he came to know Graphics XP Pen and its
working astound for him for a while. When he
realized that Graphics XP Pen can assist in online
teaching, he started flying high as he found a
solution to all his apprehensions about the
transmission of math lessons online during the
pandemic. But, in no time, all the positivism in
him dropped after he had inquired about the cost
of the Graphics XP Pen. He gave up on buying it
because it was highly unaffordable. Here comes
his intelligence into play. In order to cut down on
the cost, he designed a device ‘Online Learning
Made easy’ with a mere investment of Rs. 280.
The device is made of wood and a glass surface

that is fixed between the two smoothly shaped
vertically aligned wooden planks. The structure
looks interesting and is of maximum use while
teaching classes virtually on various digital

windows.

Speaking about the device operation,
Amarender said that he places white paper on
the wood surface below the glass sheet. He then
writes the methods and procedures, solves
problems, does calculations on the white paper.
Then, he opens Zoom App on his phone and places
it on the glass surface right over the device for
students to see what he writes on the paper. This
approach re-creates the classroom ambiance for
students. “This method of teaching helps children
understand mathematics clearly. If a student raises
a doubt, I solve the problem again or write the
procedure on paper to explain it to the student. It
is one of the unconventional approaches of online
teaching. I feel glad and fortunate to take part in
Vedic math sessions where I learned about the
operation of Graphics XP Pen and could design

my own device with similar functionality. All of

my students are proud of me and my school head
acknowledged my efforts,” said Amarender.

His commendable efforts to create such a
device inspired other teachers to creatively think
and develop such innovative models for teaching
students.

Impact on students

The students have adapted to this new
teaching methodology in a remarkably short time
and are excited to learn the lessons virtually. They
are able to conceptualize lessons and perform
well in weekly exams. The students are more
attentive in the digital classroom and immediately
raise doubts on Zoom for clarification.

Parents response to online learning

In view of Amarender’s achievement in
delivering education to students through his
innovative approach, the parents were impressed
and applauded his dedicated efforts. His
dedication and passion for teaching also inspired
parents to co-operate with the teachers through
the pandemic.

The pressing need to reduce the learning
gaps has enabled the school assistant P Saritha
to discover the best teaching methods in the digital
classroom. She teaches Bioscience for class 9
and 10 at ZPHS Kompally in the Nalgonda
District.

Saritha, who used to rely on conventional
teaching methods, learned about technology-
based educational tools. During the pandemic,
all of her attempts to explore the technology were

aimed at finding authentic digital tools through
which the students can easily access the SCERT
worksheets online.

She worked tirelessly and found two digital
tools named Test Moz tool and Google Keep to
upload editable worksheets. Using these tools
would cut down paperwork as students can
resolve the worksheet online. The students log
into the tool and open the worksheets, students
click the submit button for result, both the teacher
and the student can see the score obtained and
also the tool will enlist the score of all students
on a single page for the teacher’s reference. But,
the only drawback of this tool is that the teacher
must rewrite the worksheet in the form of a
question paper for the students to answer online.
Keeping in view the massive time consumed,
Saritha began her search for any other tool that
can help accomplish her task effortlessly. After
several days of her relentless research on the
internet, she discovered a digital tool called
Google Keep.
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Now, Saritha uses this tool most often after
analyzing the comfort it gives the teacher and the
student. Speaking of its use, Saritha, said that this
will allow the student to access worksheet online.
It saves their time. “I initially was not aware of
these tools. I self-explored these tools from the
time of lockdown. As I had a very little technical
knowledge, it took several days for me to mitigate
the challenges in the process of finding an
effective digital tool. Today, I consider this
pandemic situation an opportunity to evolve rather
to merely use the technology for interim
management,” said Saritha.

This is only after her exploration of the
internet, emphasizing the need to promote an
effective way of learning, she continued her
efforts to look out for tech-integrated educational
tools that can support students’ learning. After
going through various content and tools available
on the internet, she discovered the features of the
digital tool called ‘H5P Tool’. This tool helps
strengthen learning through interactive videos.

Taking advantage of this, Saritha uploads videos
to demonstrate the experiments of bio-science.
The tool also supports the multiple teaching-
learning approaches to assess students’ learning
outcomes. With the help of the tool, the teacher
can incorporate questions between the striking
videos in multiple forms. The students are
expected to answer the experiment-related
questions simultaneously. Speaking about H5P
Tool Saritha said, ““This kind of student-centered
approach to learning will help maintain focus and
attention throughout their learning and allow them
to fully understand the experiment.”

Apart from that, with the pursuit of
technology to provide edutainment to students,
she discovered a platform called ‘Times
Educational Supplement Teach’, where numerous
videos, website and images can be uploaded for
students to view and learn about.

Therefore, Saritha’s story is an inspiration
to many teachers who wish to continue to strive
to improve the learning standards.

Here we talk about a
unique thought of a Government school
teacher from ZPHS Kotamarpally who
has been imparting education through
a radio station.

Objective: To engage students
with academic activity during the

Kotamarpally Radio channel

During the Covid-19 outbreak, the
Government school teachers set high standards
for the delivery of education. All of them are doing
their best in integrating innovative teaching
techniques with the academic curriculum to teach
students on digital platforms. The teachers
preparing video lessons, PPTs, TLMs to virtually
teach students at home. But, among all, presenting
the audio lessons on a radio channel is something

unique and meaningful approach to address the

lockdown.

ZPHS Kotamarpally is situated in
a remote rural area, far away from any town.
Marpally Mandal, Vikarabad District, always
stands in the last position in terms of education,
employment, technology, etc. The only computer
in the village is the school computer. The school’s
rural location lacks advanced technological
amenities that have suddenly become a necessity
in a world shut down by COVID-19.

These days, many people have purchased Jio
mobile phones (offer) / Chinese smart phones
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with internet access. The parents who rely on
daily wages cannot afford expensive internet
packages. The average data package for a month
would exhaust in a day or two when attended
classes on Zoom or digital channels. Seeing the
difficulties of the students and the inability of the
parents, D. Hanumantha Rao, English teacher,
at the school, came up with a plan to start an
online radio station, an idea that was implemented
with the close participation of the headmaster,
the rest of the teaching staff, chairman of the SMC,
and the rest of the village community, especially
the youth. The access to the radio station is very
simple. A click on the link directs you to the
recorded lesson.

Making the best of the resources at hand, On
September 1%, 2020, Kotamarpally Radio was
launched as an edutainment channel on the podcast
platform ‘Anchor’, featuring recorded lessons,
links of which are shared via WhatsApp and
Facebook. With the success of this initiative,
teachers from surrounding schools have
collectively proposed extending the venture to
cover the whole district. The radio station is now
available on Spotify, Breaker, Radio Public and
Google Podcasts. As per website analytics it
reached to 1400 plays within 16 days from the
commencement of the programme. To check
podcast details type ‘Kotamarpally Radio’
insearch tab of Anchor or Spotify or Radio Public
or Breaker audio.

They
collectively designed innovative teaching
materials for students with an aim to improve
English language speaking and writing skills
among rural tribal students.

The outcome has been fruitful and their dedicated
efforts captured the attention of Sirikonda
Madhusudana chary, former Speaker of Telangana
assembly, who made them take part in the pilot
project “Communicative English for Chenchu
Children”.

During the covid-19 pandemic, the teaching
fraternity was busy learning new technical skills.
They thought that the change should start from a
student. The two friends designed the Techy Kids

Programme to enhance the technical and

language skills of students of government schools.

With the help of other teachers, they launched
the Techy kids programme. They teach 18 web
tools, 18 linguistic elements, and 18 discourses
to improve the oral and written skills of students.
The students use mobile phone to attend classes
every morning at 6:30 a.m, and parents support
their wards by providing internet data or wifi.
The students of Govt. High Schools, Zilla
Parishad High Schools, Telangana State Model
Schools and KGBVs took part in this programme.

In the beginning, there was less support from
the school heads. However, the support from Mr.
K. Narayana Reddy, DEO Warangal Urban, their
consistent efforts pushed the heads of Institutions
to carry out their programme in government
schools. Firstly, they trained 66 students through

an online mode, of which 30 students became
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well versed in the use of all the tools and Now, the students are learning the coding
linguistic elements. programme (without using a laptop) under the Pro
Game and India 4.0 Dr. APJ Project.

Saitham’. The students Trainees of Govt. DIET,
Adilabad, Vivekananda Institute of Education,
Mavala, Adilabad, Sri Phulaji baba College of
Education, Utnoor and Vidyarthi College of
Education Adilabad, have been providing support
to students. In the district,there are 988 Primary
schools ,181 Upper Primary schools, 249 High
Schools of all the managements. Around 189
teacher trainees covering 18 mandals have
participated in this programme. The teacher
trainees have adopted a maximum of five students
in the village they live. The teacher trainees
regularly monitor students. Furthermore, they
provided mobile phones and tablets to the

Mandal Parishad Primary School in the
Garrepally village in Sultanabad Mandal in
Pedapally District, teaches children belonging to
various communities and the majority come from
Beda Budga Jangam Community.

When the government passed the rule to
conduct online classes, the school conducted a
survey to collect information about students who
posess a digital device at home and those who
do not. Some of the students who do not have
digital device to access online classes were
mapped with students who have mobile phone.
On the other hand, most families have TV but
cannot afford cable connectivity each month. By
seeing the difficulties of students to find access
to online classes, the school has taken the step of
calling children to school where they can listen
to online classes on TV. For which, a setup box
is required and the necessary amount was three
to four thousand rupees.

anniversary to house the infrastructure in the
school, Suman agreed to pay the amount for the
airtel cable connection. The digital classroom
with lessons on TV received a huge applause and
various media houses spread the impact of ICT
on students’ learning and comprehension ability.

Besides, the teachers created class-wise
WhatsApp groups where teachers post the
schedule of online classes. The teachers sent the
assignments on the groups and students posted
the answers on the same group. The teachers
made regular visits to students’ houses to ensure
they were regular in classes and dispel any doubts
in the lesson. More importantly, the school
recently launched smart classes. This excited
students and the news was published in the local
newspapers. In addition, the school provided the
students with books to read at home. As a result,
students cultivated a reading habit that eventually

improved their reading and writing skills.
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School Headmaster strived hard to meet
the needs of people during lockdown

Covid-19 pandemic lockdown has put
everyone in a tough spot. The most affected are
daily wage labours. At the same time,
Government and private school teachers ran into
financial problems with earning half the salary
every month. Their livelihood became a matter
of concern. Especially of those people who go
for work on timely basis to Nepal, Bengal,
Andaman, etc. Seeing the dreadful conditions of
people in the village, T. Sudhakar, distributed
food, necessary provisions to the people with the
support of various welfare organizations.
However, they were unable to meet the needs of
people at large with insufficient funding.

Then, he remembers his relation with
V. Sreedhar, who always share his part for the
development of the village and the school.
V. Sreedhar stays in Hyderabad and his wife leads
Anu voluntary organization. He approached them

and explained the situation. The couple
immediately stepped in and assured support to
the headmaster during the pandemic. In the name
of the organization, she donated Rs.25,000 to the
school. The headmaster used the amount to
distribute groceries to the villagers. Before he
started distributing, he enumerated the number of
families struggling to make a living and then spent
it carefully.

Sudhakar, has shown that headmasters,
teachers and the school staff not only impart
education with greatest dedication but also have
social responsibility.

Outcome:

The use of TV by the students under the
supervision of a teacher, improved the students’
ability to understand and has made learning easy.
Upon seeing this, parents have moved their wards
to MPPS Garrepally from private schools. As a
result, the number of admissions have increased.

ZPHS Girls Narsampet, is located at the
centre of the town Narsampet, in Warangal Rural
District. The school imparts education to 400
above students, and all of them come from rural-
background. Around 25% of students commute
from nearby villages and thandas while the rest
stay in hostels. The majority of the parents rely
on cultivation and earn meagre amounts for
survival. In conversation with the reporter from
SCERT, the headmaster of ZPHS Girls Narsampet
opens about the implementation of online classes

in his school during the Covid-19 pandemic.

How did the creation of web portal help you

for a smooth conduct of online classes?

In our school, there are a total number of 85
withdrawals and 63 new admissions and the staff
updated the student’s details in the School
Education portal. A total 385 children data has
been enrolled in the portal and among them 364
children are having TV with DD/Cable/DTH, 278

are having smart phones with the Internet facility,
and total 372 students are having at least one
digital device with them to watch online lessons
and submit their work sheets through WhatsApp
regularly. If there is any technical issue, students
immediately mention it on the web portal and a
concerned team will solve the issue. On the other
side, the weekly grading and monitoring feedback
is being uploaded on the portal.

Brief us on the process followed for the

implementation of online classes?

First, we conducted a staff meeting on 27th
August, 2020, on the reopening day, then we listed
out the number of students. Already we had phone
numbers with us, so we made a call to each and
every student and confirmed whether they have
TV with DD/Cable / TSAT, and mobile phone
with internet. We created class wise WhatsApp
groups and informed them about the schedule of

online classes and its importance. We mapped
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the students who did not have Internet connection
with other students who had mobiles with Internet
facility. Through all the digital devices, we
circulated the online classes schedule and
educated the parents on various aspects such as
how to use the facility for their children to watch
lessons through mobiles and TVs, what are the
benefits and drawbacks of the mobile phones,
how to use while learning, how to monitor their
children and how to watch and make notes of
them, how to send worksheets through WhatsApp.

How was the support from teachers, parents

and community?

The teachers come to schools and record the
attendance of students and engage them in
activities through phone calls and WhatsApp. The
subject teachers remind the schedule of online
classes and also send the day wise worksheets
to students. For this, we made a class wise and
subject wise timetable. We initiated the concept
of student adoption for allowing the teacher to
attend the queries of every student. At the end of
the week, we award grades to the children’s

performance.

Parents are also supporting us. They monitor
their children while they are watching online
classes and respond positively when asked for
feedback. The Community participation is also
seen at every level of the successful
implementation of online classes in our village.
The cable operators, SMC chairperson and
members are also in contact with us and help us

when needed.

The parents said, “We have never expected
this kind of learning would happen and our
children would learn through online. Teachers

are doing very good work. Every day the teachers
share the timetable and worksheets, do timely

visits and correct the notebooks. We are very
thankful for this.”

What steps have you taken to reach out to
those students who did not have any digital

device?

Care was taken to reach the children who
do not have access to smartphones and internet.
For that, we approached the parents of the other
students who have the facility to allow them to
listen online classes and post solved worksheets
on whatsApp from their friend’s mobile phone.
It also develops mutualism and collaboration
among students. We make phone calls to each
student to clarify their doubts. The teachers make
visits the homes of the students who has no mobile

or the internet connection.

What are the innovative teaching techniques

that teachers adopted?

One of our staff members take Zoom classes
for class X students and also make them
acquainted with Google docs, Google forms and
Padlet. The students submit their notes through
Google docs. They use docs as notes and do self-
learning. The students write tests and do self-

analysis of the result obtained with just one click.
Some of the initiatives are specified below:

Google Classroom for Class X, ZPHS Girls

Narsampet:

With the Google Classroom and Zoom
virtual classroom the students experience the

traditional classroom to some extent.
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Padlet for ZPHS Girls Narsampet :

Padlet is a wall where we can share our
thoughts, views and work with others. It is like a
notice board / clip board / black board. It is a
collaborative tool. Here, Padlet was used in the

programme ‘Connecting Classrooms’.

The aim of the connecting classrooms is to
integrate technology with the classroom teaching.
‘Connecting Classrooms’ is a global education
programme for schools. It helps young people
develop knowledge, skills and values they need
for life and work in a global economy.
‘Connecting Classrooms’ is conducted by the
British Council in partnership with the Department
for International Development (DFID). Here, our
classroom connecting with TS Model School
Pegadapally, Jagityal District and TS Model
School, Nellikudur, Mahabubabad District. In this
programme, children share their classroom
transactions and use technical tools to present
their observations. With this programme they
have gained LSRW skills, creative and
collaborative skills. This project is taking place

under the guidance of Miss Mamatha, School

Assistant English. Connecting school teachers

include Mr. Irshad Ali and Miss Sangeeta
Gorikapudi. Mr Vinayadhar, School Assistant
English, ZPHS Jangapally, Ganneruvaram,
Karimnagar District leads the programme. Now,
students can prepare Google Slides, write their
own stories and give presentations and have
improved their language skills as well as

presentation skills.

What is the outcome of these innovative

practices?

Students performances are monitored and
awarded from time to time. The teachers interact
with parents about their children. We see students
improving their performance in language skills
through online classes. Based on the performance,
the students are given A1, A2, B1, B2, C1, C2,
D.... grades. The students have learned how to

integrate technology into learning.

We can say confidently that our children are
able to operate digital gadgets for the purpose of
learning and can understand the digital lessons.
While assessing their performance, we have
observed their interest to learn more to further

enhance their academic and digital skills.

We all know that the COVID-19 Pandemic
brought the world of education to a standstill.
The impact on students was huge due to the
shutdown of schools for nearly a year. During
lockdown, the suspension of classes created
tension for parents and the students. However, in
a very short time teachers learned education tools
and utilized the technology to teach students
online. Here we bring to you the efforts of the
teachers from GHS Trimulgherry, Hyderabad, in

engaging students during lockdown.

In view of the situation in the state, the
government started some classes in the already
existing channels like T-SAT, Vidya, Mana TV
and channels like DD Yadagiri. GHS
Trimulgherry has been doing its best in making
sure the students follow these classes daily
according to the timetable and complete the

worksheets.

The teachers’ incredible efforts made the
conduct of online classes a success. They carried
out duties including checking the notes, clarifying

doubts and assessing the student’s progress.
Instructions on WhatsApp :

e  Students are actively participating in the
class-wise WhatsApp groups.

e  Students communicate with teachers
and confirm their attendance on the

WhatsApp group.

Text Books were given to every student.
Teachers posted the worksheets on WhatsApp
groups for students’ easy access. Apart from this,
students use Microsoft’s One Drive to upload the
worksheets and notes to the cloud where teachers
open the worksheets for assessment. The teachers

either scan the copy or prepare the soft copy of
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the same worksheet using Microsoft Word or WPS
Office Suite.

However, keeping in mind the Covid-19
protocols, the teachers come to school in batches
on alternative days and a few students come to
school to submit the solved worksheets and notes
for the teacher to evaluate. Apart from the SCERT
R. Padmalatha, Physical Science teacher,
prepared a set of questions for students to answer
and that additional assignment helped students to

attain perfection in the subject.

The teachers called the students who were
not having the access to online classes at home.
They teach school to attend classes on K-yan
projector. Besides, a few students were also
mapped with fellow students. The teachers
personally visited the houses of students to
monitor their daily activities and examine their

understanding of lessons.
Teacher Training and Innovative programmes

Teachers attended webinars and training to
carry out certain activities like One Earth One
Home Programme by downloading Diksha App
in which students are involved to protect the
environment and conservation of plants, animals
and human life. Students of classes 6 to 8
participated under the guidance of VNV
Padmavathi.

Furthermore, the school involved students
in the Telangana government’s prestigious
programme ‘Innovation Challenge’. It aims to
bring out the students’ innate potential in

designing creative working models in the field
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of science and mathematics. Recently, the students
created drip irrigation to water plants and
identified ways and means to reduce water
wastage while using water for household

purposes.

Teachers also attended SCERT organised
online Training on cyber security, part of the
capacity building programme for teachers
working in Government Schools in collaboration
with CDA, Hyderabad under information
Security Education Awareness (ISEA) Project
Phase-II by Ministry of Electronics and
Information Technology (MeitY'), Government of
India from 27 May to 30 May, 2020. The training
session dealt with the fundamentals of Information
Security, protection from cybercrimes against
Children Social Networking and Fake messages

and WIFI Security as internet usage is more.

Another Project targeting children on a
virtual base is Wipro’s Earthian 2020-21, a
WIPRO’S sustainability education program for
students. Here the teacher act as a facilitator who
explains the problem and the students should find

a solution by following the prescribed procedure:
1. Investigate
2. Observe
3. Experiment
4. Collect data
5. Critical analysis
6. Actionplan

The students worked on projects that

included waste management, sustainability, water



management, lifestyle, before and after Covid-19.
With the theme Covid-19 pandemic, they recorded
songs, poems and written articles. The information

dissemination includes safety measures.

“Jan Andolan” program was launched to
spread awareness about precautions against
COVID-19. Under this programme, the school
staff used modern equipment. Infrared thermal

screening and Pulse Oximeter to test the body

temperature of the students and their parents who
visit the school to submit their notes and
worksheets. The program has also taught the
importance of sanitization chemicals using the
Sodium Hypochlorite and BSL-4. The office staff
members continuously work manage staff-
attendance register and expenditure, sanitize the

school and ensures speedy renovation works.

In order
to assist teachers, the Telangana Government
launched online classes through T-SAT and DTH
channels. We at PS Himmathnagar at Zaffargadh
Mandal in Jangoan District, are determined to

make the best of it.

First of all, we, the teachers decided to meet
and organize a staff meeting. We knew that the
challenge ahead was great, but we decided to
become the frontline warriors to perform our
duties. During the meeting, it was decided to

taking help from villagers, local sarpanch and
others. As per the decision, students were divided
into groups and each teacher adopted students.
Parents were also motivated to provide a TV or
mobile phone to allow their children to attend
online classes. We regularly visited students'
homes and asked the local community to strictly
monitor them. The timetable for online classes
was displayed at the Gram Panchayat notice
board and on the walls of the school compound
wall. We created class-wise Whatsapp groups
and regularly posted worksheets. We stayed in
touch with students over phone and instructed to
send photographs of them while watching online
classes. This is one way to ensure that students

are listening to online classes. However, the
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children faced a few problems like power cuts
and weak mobile signal. On knowing it, the school
headmaster mapped the children to their
classmates who had no signal issue and requested
the local electricity board to provide a continuous

power supply.

After 15 days, we noticed a change in the
students. They started showing interest in listening
to online classes. During our regular visits, we
helped the children solve the worksheet.
However, the corrections were sent through
WhatsAPP. As part of the monitoring of online
education, the District Educational Officer,

S. Yadaiah visited the school and went through

the records tracking the attendance and functioning
of online classes. He made random telephone
calls to inquiry students on their learning through
online classes and then reached out to students'
homes to interact directly with students and their
parents. The DEO was immensely happy with
the efforts of teachers throughout the pandemic.
The teachers have provided the students with
additional study material which included video
links, PPTs, etc. As a result, parents were
impressed and showed their willingness to join
their wards in the school. Now, the enrollment
has increased from 74 to 94. This is one of the

the situation during the pandemic. The headmaster
has ensured the successful implementation of
online classes initiated by the government of
Telangana.

The school conducted a rally in the mandal,
distributed pamphlets and posters on display at
main centres in the mandal to inform the children
about the online classes on digital channels.
Simultaneously, the teachers with the support of
the headmaster, collected the children's contact
information. The collected data reflected the
percentage of students with TV or any other digital
device for accessing online classes. Based on
this, the students without any device were mapped
to their classmates having TV sets or mobile
phones.

The teachers were divided into groups to
visit pupils' homes on a regular basis. They
monitored students' activities. Every teacher
adopted a few students and were responsible for
the students' performance. Part of it, the teachers
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posted the worksheets on the WhatsApp group
and have ensured that students return the solved
worksheets, and the corrections are posted on
the WhatsApp group. Besides, teachers make
phone calls to each student to inquire about the
problems, clear doubts and guide the students
through their worksheets and assignments on the
topic of the day.

Also, teachers post some video links to
class-wise in their respective WhatsApp groups
to improve their learning about the topic or
concept. For example, rrbadi.com, which
provides videos for the students to become

familiar with the concepts discussed.

Furthermore, the school teachers developed
digital content to teach students through Zoom
classes from 2 September 2020. Interestingly,
Shaik Haji Noorani, School Assistant (Hindi) has
been teaching Hindi subject on zoom and EFM -
Warangal Radio. He initiated this programme

from July 2020 and it continues.

In an effort to ensure teachers adapt to the
new format, SCERT conducted rigorous training
on digital teaching techniques, tools to make video
lessons and the use of technology to improve
teaching on digital platforms. V Komuraiah,
Mathematics teacher, actively participated in the
training programme on Zoom. "I learned the new
ways and means of reaching students and have
imparted maths through videos that are compatible
on any digital platform.

academic year.

As the memory of last months 0f 2019-2020
academic year comes in my mind ..... I've
experienced during my teaching career of 20
years: school closures, the cancellation of public
examinations and a rapid shift from face-to-face
to distance learning. I decided to teach children
on screen from my home. The enormous challenge
was rethinking, adjusting and adapting to teaching
online, and all this to be done in a really short
time. Many teachers have had to regulate to an

unimaginable reality. This includes managing

online instructions through Zoom, Google
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Classroom, and other platforms, even when not
every student had access to the internet. Through
optimum use of technology via E-learning
including videos, YouTube, modified lesson
plans, webinars; PPT's etc. a concerted effort was
made to make the learning happened. The web
lectures over Zoom have worked rather well thus
far. T hope this transition to happen smoothly from

the students'as well as from the teachers' side.

I feel we have done quite a good job in
logging on this new platform, but having said that,
we still miss meeting the kids within the class
room. It was much easier to follow their progress
and to know what areas did they find difficult. At
the beginning of the academic year we were
hyper-focused on building communication before
tackling content. It's paramount that teachers
create safe online learning environments and build
positive relationships with students and their
families. We do that by conducting routine
wellness checks with students and families
making ourselves available during school hours
and responding to calls and wattsapp as early as
possible. We created a helpline to support

families who were struggling to use the

technology and even have staff who "walks"
students to their virtual classrooms. Most of
teachers thought that this is a passing cloud and
the technology usage would be limited till the
pandemic. However, they're started to realize that
digital learning is going to be much beyond it.
Hence, the professional learning has to become
deeper and can be needed to reinforce teaching

skills for the unpredictable future.

Schools not only educate, they assist children
grow socially and emotionally, and support their
families by caring their siblings while their
parents are at work. My early thought was about
making this experience safe and wonderful for
my students. Now that we're settling into this new
way of life, I would like to try everything. I didnot
want this chance of converting challenges into
opportunities to slip away either by me or my
students. I am focused and determined to offer
my everything. It is really tough to get learning
going and simultaneously keeping everything safe
and healthy. But we accepted the challenge and
my efforts are guided by APJ Abdul Kalam'sviews
that "Education is the most powerful weapon

which you can use to change the world."

I believe that the “The future of the nation
is shaped in the classroom”. 24 March 2020
was the day when our Government announced a
nationwide lockdown for 21 days. Later, with
the increase in fatalities caused by the virus, the
lockdown was further extended for a few more
months. But, it was an unexpected experience
when schools closed for more than a year. The
closure of schools raised concern about students’
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education. As the situation worsened, the
government of Telangana launched several
schemes and programmes to reduce its impact.

When I talk about development, [ emphasize
the education of children including activities in
schools and colleges, their interaction with their
peers, teachers, and so on. But, students who have

They mapped
the students who did not have digital devices or
TVs with other students having mobile phones or
TV by following COVID-19 protocols.

Moreover, for the smooth functioning of
online classes, the teachers made a phone call to
students to clear any doubts in the lessons. We
all know that live instruction is a convenient
method of teaching and now we hear about online
classes for students. Primary education is all
about learning basics, play games, and
participation in cultural activities. In addition,

the children are exposed to the small world
around them and learn the best behaviours.
Therefore, it turned out to be a challenging task
for the teachers to ensure full learning both in
academics and personality development on
virtual platforms. Students were new to the digital
apps and the transmission of knowledge through
a mobile phone or a computer initially caused

discomfort to the teachers and students.

Nevertheless, they have gained hands-on
experience on various digital tools to assist
online classes in a very short time. However, it
was not easy for the teachers to immediately
switch to a new interface to teach students.
I would like to thank the department of school
education, Telangana, SCERT, NCERT, for
organising workshops for teachers to learn how
to use a computer and operate digital apps to
create an interface between teacher and student.

In the era of digitization, the efficient use of
technology is creating new avenues of learning.

Gender inequality in education is a
concern in India. This gender discrimination is
more visible in the rural areas of India, where
the girls are forced to cut their connection with
the growing world of education. Most of the
girls born in illiterate and financially backward
families are conditioned to follow the tradition
of becoming a mute spectators and tight-lipped

homemakers. However, the schools in India are

trying their best to improve the literacy rate
of girls by setting out several awareness
campaigns on girl education. Let us now dive
into the sphere of girl education in Telangana
state.

Besides the special officers running KGBV
schools exclusively for girls children, the
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government schoool heads are working hard to
encourage girl education in their villages. Girls’
reeling under the grave gender disparity,
particularly in the remote areas. SLDP team
features the story of K. Venkatamma, headmistress
of ZPHS Thatiparthy, who empowered girls of
Thatiparthy village at Bhoothpur Mandal in
Mahabubnagar District, for whom education was

a far-fetched dream.

The low enrollment of girls surprised
Venkatamma when she transferred to this school
as headmistress in 2018. The girls in the village
would stay at home to look after their younger
sibblings did household activities and worked in
farms to earn a penny for the family. The
perception of parents that girls are born only to
look after the family needs and compelling the
girl children to survive within four walls had
disturbed Venkatamma to the core and decided
to bring a change.

She went to every house to interact with
parents and understood that the lack of transport
facility is one of the many reasons for parents to
stop girls from attending school. On further
inquiry, the girls shared their experiences of
teasing, bullying on the way to school and the
parents fear multiplied after they saw some of
the incidents that effected the girls' mental and
physical health.

Because of the mental condition of the parents
and children, the headmistress realized the need
to empower girls. In line with the conduct of
awareness programs, Venkatamma announced the
formation of Girl Empowerment Teams in school.
Woman teachers track charge of the entire
program. The teams include a team head - a girl

from class 10 and each team comprise 5 girls.
There are around 12 such teams. As the teams
work under two women teachers and each teacher
supervises six teams. With dedicated and
courageous women teachers as the pillars of
support, the girl students began to disclose their
problems and issues. At first, the team leaders
try to solve the problem and in case the issue is
beyond their capacity, the team leaders bring the
issue to the notice of the concerned woman
teacher. "I firmly believe that educated girls can
equally contribute to the prosperity of the country.
The girls have to be a part of the society by

creating a niche for themselves”, said,

Venkatamma, a headmistress, who is seamlessly

working for the well-being of girl students.

The headmistress conducts weekly meetings
with the teachers and students to know about the
active functioning of the teams. In every meeting

the teachers train girls to caurageously face any
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critical situation confronted on roads or at home.
The teacher advises the students to call the police
in an emergency and inform the parents or teachers
for help. Aside from that, girl students are trained
in martial arts for self-defence. A class 9 student
Subasini said, "One day, I came across a young
man who was teasing me when [ was waiting for
an auto on the road. He then came to me to offer a
ride to my destination but I refused and screamed
loud to gather people for rescue. I later kicked
him away using martial arts. I thank my
headmistress and the supporting teachers for
inducing the confidence to self-defense."On
seeing the courage of students, parents have gained
confidence to send their girls to school and it has
increased the attendance percentage and
enrollment of girls in school.

All these pro-active nature of the head
mistress indeed helping the girls to develop
immunity to protect themselves from the evil
deeds of society. Understanding the value of
education is making girls set a goal and trying
hard to achieve it. Moving ahead with trained
minds, girls began to question the concept of child
marriage and are on their toes to reject and fight
against the ruthless tradition with the help of
teachers and the local police. Therefore, girls
becoming prey to the unfair treatment in the name
of culture and fate, are now the past history of
Thatiparthy village.

On the other hand, the school prioritises for
girls on the biological and how to deal with them.
The teachers discussed with students about AIDS
was discussed with students to bring awareness
about its consequences and allow students to
extend support to those infected. The education
to adolescents benefited the girls studying in

school and the others living in the village. The
girl students have taken the responsibility to
spread the message in the nearby villages.

Apart from giving confidence to girls, the
School Head instructed students to plant a sapling
on the school premises on their birthday. "During
birthdays, children offer chocolates. I saw
children throw the wrappers on the floor. To keep
the premises clean, I instructed the students to
gift a sapling to school memory of their birthday.
The students write their name and date of birth
below on a paper attached to the plant. This
activity has ensured clanliness and saves money,"
she expressed. The concept of gifting a plant to
school is giving children the 'feeling of mine'.
The students water their plants and enjoy its
growth every day.

Highlight

Venkatamma has been successfull in
changing the attitude of parents after several
interactions. She would be at the forefront
to economically support the girls for
continuing their education and also show the
girls the better ways to complete their higher
education without any hassle. Recently,
Anjali, who passed out from this school, has
taken the help from Venkatamma to secure a
seat in a college.

Besides equal emphasis is given for classes
6 to 9 to allow them acquire skills at the right
time. For this, the school conducts sliptests,
distributes worksheets regularly encourages
students to participate in inter school competitions
like maths talent tests, chekumuki talent tests,
science fairs etc. As a result class 10 students,
Anitha and Gayatri were selected to participate
in state-level INTACH Heritage quiz2018 and a
class 8 student, Manasa, cleared the NMMS
2018.

Aside from this, the steps taken for students
good helath with the launch of the Samatha
programme in 2018-19. The Wanaparthy district
administration launched a programme called
'samatha' to address the problem of anaemia
among adolescent girls. Initially, a workshop was
conducted for girls from classes 8-10 in the
school by trained volunteers on menstrual hygiene
and emotional changes during adolescence. Later,
ANMs checked the haemoglobin levels of 8 to




10 class girls and found that seven students were
severely anaemic (HB levels less than 7) and
close to 91 girls were moderately anaemic (HB
level between 7 and 9). Later, teachers took more
attention and great care on these students with
regular monitoring. The PHC gave vitamin and
iron tablets and teachers interacted with parents
on their child's health improvement. After a few
months, the tests showed mild anaemic for the
girls who were severaly and moderately anaemic.
This programme was fruitful in tackling two issues
of menstrual hygiene and nutritional development
and was highly appreciated by the District
Collector during her visit to the school on 26
October 2019.

Furthermore, Telangana IT Association
(TITA) conducted an Early coders pilot project
in which ZPHS Atmakur was one of the selected
schools in Wanaparthy district. Keeping in mind
the demand for IT jobs, the school conducted a
week-long program on coding techniques with
the help of Telangana IT Association (TITA). The
objective of this programme is to develop coding
skills among students. Under this program, TITA
gave training to two students and a teacher on
scratch and python tools, who taught 12 more
students about programming techniques. Now, all
the trained students are capable of designing

computer games and animations. TITA also
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organised an industrial tour where the students
were exposed to information technology and
artificial intelligence. With gained knowledge on
IT, class 9 students Manasa and Devi assembled
a small robot. This developed interest in artificial
intelligence. The Digithon programme conducted
by TITA made them to effectively use smartphones
and computers. Moreover, ZPHS Atmakur
students are capable of creating an E-mail IDs

and also manage them.

In addition to seeking solutions to global
problems, the school encourages students to
participate in the Telangana School Innovation
Challenge. It is an opportunity for students to find
innovative solutions for global problems like
pollution, agriculture, water etc. Nearly 19
students participated and submitted their ideas.
All these students received a certificate of
completion on design thinking for innovation.
This programme has enabled the students to
identify challenges in their communities and find
a solution.

Other activities for girl children

The school conducted a three-month course
on self-defence from December 2019 to February
2020. The instructor, Rehmatullah, trained
students twice a week. It helped them to not only
acquire the techniques of self-defence, but also
to bag district level prizes at Martial Arts Open
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Championship 2020. It is pertinent to mention that
these techniques have helped them to gain
confidence to tackle any untoward incident in
their lives. One such instance, a class 8 student
exhibited exemplary bravery while travelling
alone from kurumurthy to Atmakur in an auto.
When the auto driver tried to divert the vehicle
to an unmanned place, she quickly analysed the
situation and jumped out of the auto and ran away

to a safe place.

The district functionaries created awareness
program for students under the welfare of the Girl
Child on the occation of the National Girl Child
Day 2020.

Along side the focus on the curriculum,
students are encouraged to participate in extra
curricular activities for physical and mental health
development. It led to the selection of two students
under -16 years category of the state level

championship in volleyball. Also, under the

student police cadet, a community policing
initiative, around 49 students have so far trained
in physical development. Now, the students are
ready to render their policing services in the
community whenever required by the State

Government.

For the school to build an image, an
indomitable and impeccable support is needed.
Here we go, P. Ramadevi’s contributions,
Headmistress, a brain behind the successful
programmes in the school, is vital in the
development of the school and its students. Her
tireless efforts brought her the Best Teacher
Award at the district level in 2020 and also stood
first in the essay writing competition on 'l Love
My Job' conducted at district level.

Therefore, ZPHS Atmakur be at the forefront
at implementing student-centric programmes, best
practices of education for shaping the future
citizens of the country and promote inclusive
education.

innovative teaching-learning practices in the
everyday learning of his students.

Brief us about your school?

MPPS Thandrial, located in one of the
interior and backward regions of Jagitial District,
imparts education to 150 students, of them, many
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students hail from socially and economically
weaker sections of the society. The school has
four teachers and two classrooms. The school is
rich in promoting value-based education. The
teachers strive hard to improve their standards

of teaching within their capacities.
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What innovative practices that the school
adopted to cater to individualized and
distinguished learning?

The U-Shape seating position of students
allows the teacher to monitor the activities of
every student. It also creates enough space for
the students to perform while learning. The
students use the activity area for performing skits,
role plays and display charts to demonstrate the
learned lessons.

Apart from that, teachers take students to
field trips to have practical experience of the
lessons learned in the classroom. The staff took
children to agricultural farms, gram panchayat to
mention a few, for children to know various
professions and works. We came come up with
this new form of learning to help students apply
their knowledge in real projects. On seeing the
level of hard work of farmers for producing good
yield, the children have realized the efforts of
their parents and began to help them in farming.
This change in attitude in students has impressed
parents and the villagers. Besides, the school
organises science fairs for students to showcase
their practical knowledge in real-time projects.
The conduct of yearly science fairs has imbibed
the scientific aptitude in students.

It has improved their
participation and also helped students to
confidently speak in English on the 'Theatre Day'
and enabled them to explain their science projects
in a science fair with out fear.

What are the different student committees and
why are these committees formed?

The formation of five student committees is
aimed to build leadership skills discipline and
mutualism among students. The student
committees are : prayer committee, health and
mid-day meal committee, discipline committee,
clean and green committee, and helping hands
committee. Each committee comprises 5 to 6
students to accomplish the task. The members of
the committee keep changing so that all students
get an opportunity to be part of different school
committees.

Prayer Committee : The students of the
prayer committee conduct morning prayer in an
organized and systematic manner. The committee

members assign activities like reciting thymes
and Telugu poems, quotations of the day,
pronunciation and meaning of an English word,
etc., to students who will participate in the next
day's prayer. They ensure that every student gets
the chance. For this, the committee maintains a
record of participated students. The prayer
committee is responsible for the conduct of the
assembly on time. This initiative has reduced

latecomers.

committee keeps a check on students' finger nails,
hair, and uniform. With this initiative, we have
observed a change in their apperance. Cleanliness
has become an integral part of their lives. The
MDM committee maintains the premises clean
during the lunch hour and ensures that there is no

food wastage.

Disciple Committee : The discipline
committee ensures the students are in a queue
while using washrooms during break time and
lunch hour. They guide the children to properly

behave and maintain the decorum of the school.

Clean and Green Committee : The clean
and green committee keeps the surroundings clean
and sensitizes their peers on environmental issues.
Through this initiative, we have observed the
active participation of students in clean and green

works. Apart from that, each student plants a

sapling on every birthday and water it everyday.

Helping hands Committee : This committee
encourages students to donate a penny from their
pockets for the well-being of disadvantaged
students. with the donations, the committee
purchased pencils, pens, notebooks and other
primary needs of a school-going child. The
committee members store the stationary items in
a committee box and distribute to the students in
need. The formation of this committee has

induced, a sense of humanity in students.

Give a few insights on the initiatives like

Theatre Day and Patashala Sanchayika?

Theatre day : It develops specific skills
and helps the teacher to assess the progress of
students. The motive behind the theatre day is to
soar the ability in students to unify both academics
and arts to explain the content. Every 15" day,
they perform various activities on their own like
role-play, painting, drawing, quizzes, skits.
Giving way to the art integrated learning, subject
teachers encourage students to weave arts into
everything they learn. It helped the child to speak
in English and lose stage fear over time. The
children are now able to address gatherings
without any hesitation and discomfort. Aside from
that, the students developed a respect for different
cultures and arts that reflects India's unity,
diversity and integrity.

Patashala Sanchayika : The school advises
its students to save money by depositing in a joint
bank account of the student along with the HM.

The savings help to meet their academic needs.
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In addition, through this programme Pastashala Sanchayika, students learned how to credit and

withdraw money from a bank amount. Today, they have an idea about the bank transactions and help

the villagers to write their cheques and filling other bank-related forms. Nearly, 80 students have

bank accounts and they maintain a register to record individual savings.

What are the steps taken to sensitize students
about a healthy environment and sustainable

development?

The students go to every street in the village
to clean the areas of garbage. Subsequently, they
put a lot of effort to bring the villagers to one
place and educate them on the importance of
environmental protection by keeping the
surrounding clean. This resulted in a change
among people in the village. The villagers now
maintain a bin to dump the waste and ensure that
no waste is thrown on roads carelessly. Besides,
students also make jute bags to avoid plastic and
these jute bags are distributed for free of cost.
This activity not just preserving the beauty and
benefits of nature to the upcoming generations
but also sensitizing children towards

environmental protection.

What is the motive behind celebrating the new

year as a low-key affair?

We educate children to practice humanity and
kindness.

As an
English teacher, he uses innovative yet simplified
methods with the resources available in the
English lab while teaching language and
discourses effectively to his students. It is an
outstanding tool, ICT in ELT for learning the
English language on an platform, with open-
source code and content. It can reach a larger
community with the available tools & content.
The main objective of this project is to develop
language skills, LSRW, grammar and discourses
for enhancing communication skills much more
productively. The project intends, to build
confidence among students studying in
Government schools to get command of the

English language and communicate effectively to

face global challenges and enhance job
opportunities, to keep up good linguistic
competency through accuracy in grammar,
pronunciation and vocabulary, to develop
pragmatic competence, to understand the
grammatical form, to enrich the discourse
competence, to produce contextualized written
text and speech, to acquire strategic competence
to use both spoken and written language and to
use in a range of communication strategies. This
project emphasizes the educational technology to
develop higher order thinking in students, besides,

classroom time management.
The activities in the leading project

The activities are being carried out for the

last 15 years to make learning fun.

Model Reading and Drilling Activity :
During the conduct of "Model Reading and
Drilling Activity", the students read lessons,
poems, passages from textbook. He is alert enough
to find the mistakes and make corrections
simultaneously. It can be a group activity or a
teacher can choose an individual to read it out.
He takes care to set correct the intonation,
pronunciation and spelling errors. This program
has developed a competitive spirit in students to

become free from inhibitions.

Group Discussion : One more result-
oriented activity is to conduct discussions. The
students are encouraged to take part in group
discussions, students speak on some
contemporary issues/topics from Socio-
Economic, Educational, Literary and moral
subjects and share their opinion. The teacher
intervenes when necessary and have improved
their speaking skills and knowledge on the given

topic.

Presentation of a Topic : This designed activity improves the individual talent and performance

of'the students. It also enables the English teacher to gauge the understanding level of a student on a

learned topic. The students fearlessly address the audience and give a presentation in the conference

hall that ends with the teacher's remarks.

Discourses Writing : The competitive spirit
makes students write major and minor discourse
creatively. Through this activity, the students can
improve their organization skills and writing
skills. This project has played a key role in
language development. Free conversation and
write-up for discourses, encouraged the
acquisition of a language rather than taking place
under explicit instruction. Since communication
happens all the time, discourse is a huge part of
our everyday lives. It is vital, in the language
learning process when using discourse as a tool
in the classroom, the focus is on communication,

rather than specific grammar or a subset of
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vocabulary. This merit is being observed in the

progress of the students.

Audio-VisualTeaching Aid : The students
are allowed to view many audios and videos of
International/National speakers. Here, they can
learn the right pronunciation, placement of
propositions, conjunctions, right tense, etc.
Continuous listening improves their English
fluency. Using technology, the authentic material
not only facilitates learning but also arouses
learners' interest in interactive activities in the
English classroom. The English teacher does

innovative teaching through demonstration and
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adoption of a joyful learning experience in the
English language lab. He has developed ICT
material and e-contents like Graphics, Audio,
Text, Video, Animation, etc. This e-content is
made available on Internet, CDs and DVDs. Many
apps are also available for Android Mobile
Phones. e-patasala is one of the best apps for
students, teachers, and parents. Radio can also

be used as a good resource.

So far, the programme has reached hundreds
of high school teachers and 5000 Students in
different Indian states. It is harnessing the
collaboration between teachers and students of
rural and urban areas and optimizes the use of

technology. This methodology is highly innovative

and shows an impact on students and teachers. It

promotes child-centered and play-based
pedagogy to replace traditional talk and chalk
methods. His works have brought transformation
over the last 15 years both inside and outside the
classroom. The students acknowledge that his
classes help them broaden their imagination,
creativity, instead of memorizing the learned
content for the sake of just passing the
examination.

edition 2019-20. It has been also sent to the Global Teacher prize which promotes excellence

in teaching.

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EDU-WORKSHOP : The Edu-Workshop
targets parents. It helps them to know more about
this project which caters to the needs of the

different learning students.

WORLDWIDE READING {WWR} : Itis
a competition among students. The students are
divided into four groups. viz. Excellent Group,

Talent Group, Spark Group, Star Group.
ACHIEVEMENT TEST : Achievement

tests are conducted to check the learning outcomes
and subject knowledge of students. In recent test,

most of them found well versed.

READING & DRILLING : In this activity,
students are inspired to read English textbook
fluently. The project coordinator does a model
reading and other assistant teachers carry out the
same to all four groups to follow the

pronunciation and to find the spelling errors.

DICTATION DRILL {DD} : This activity
enhances the writing skills of students and helps
to comprehend the English language. However,
it is an old activity but still useful for language
learners. The selected hard words from textbooks
are dictated to students to read and write them

with correct spelling.

QUESTION QUIZ {QQ} : It plays an
important role in learning and understanding the
lessons. The coordinator would ask students
different questions from all lessons in the form
of questions for the quiz. In the recent past,

students responded remarkably well.

WRITING WORK : This activity helps
students to improve their handwriting. Here,
strokes of writing are shown to the students and

they should practice at home. When it is
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conducted, some fast learners are grouped with
slow learners and the assistant teachers observed
the process and write appropriate comments for

improvement.

BEST OUT OF THE REST : Itis an essay
writing competition. Here, the students write an
essay on a given topic. The competition
showcases their creative writing skills and

organization skills.

PANEL DISCUSSION : This activity
inspires students to take part actively in the group
discussions. The topics of general importance are
given to students to prepare by themselves with
the help of a synopsis from the project
coordinator. The 5:5 members or 10:10 panelists
express their views after the discussion by the

panel moderator.

ZPHS MONDRAI STUDIO : The ZPHS
studio is designed to improve individual
performance. Here, each student in line comes
on to the stage to demonstrate the lessons learned
during the project time. The selected students
based on their reading capacity were asked
questions from the textbook to understand how

far the students have learnt the lesson.

KBA{KAUN BANEGA ANSWERPATHI }:
This is an interesting episode where the
English Teacher is on the hot seat with a
contestant. The contestants first play the 'fastest
answer first round' and the contestant who answers
first will be selected to play the KBA round. Here,
the project coordinator ask questions from the
lessons of English and Supplementary Reader.
The questions were asked on the name and author

of lessons, main characters of lessons, themes
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and climax in the lessons, poems and poets name,
themes of poems and moral teaching in the poems.

This program inculcates interest in reading.

FIND THE READER : We pick out the
slow readers involved in the project and make
them into specific groups. The slow learners were
paired up with quick readers and their progress
was monitored by the team of assistant teachers.
The project coordinator also checks the reading

improvement of these students.

VIDEO VIRAL : In this program we display
videos related to good pronunciation by
international speakers. The students view the
videos and practice with the help of the project
coordinator. The English videos have enhanced
their receptive skills in English-speaking and
reading with correct pronunciation and practice

in discourses.

HB FAN CLUB : Here the activities done
during the project class are being sent to parents
in the form of images of performance or short
videos. The project coordinator is the Admin in
this group who monitors everyday information
to make the parents know the whereabouts of the
project. The group gets suggestions from parents

to make improvements accordingly.

Quote : "It is immense pleasure to inform
you that this project has brought good results. The
students have made good progress in the
academics. The main objective of this project is
to develop four-fold skills, grammar, discourses,
and communicative skills among the students. The
methodology is innovative, cost-effective and
sustainable. The students explain various forms

of verbs, explaining 12 types of tenses and their

model sentences with structures. With the use of
ICT, students are learning the English language
with ease. The implementation of this project has
shown positive results. This, innovative method
is replicated by the teacher in hundreds of other
schools and many more to came forward to adopt
it.

The headmaster of the school came up with
the concept 'Expo' in 2018. It received tremendous

support from the students and parents. Before its

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implementation, the headmaster gave a complete
picture of the programme and its outcome. The
'Expo' primarily focuses on upskilling students
in English and Mathematics. The school started
this program on the demand and importance of
the subjects. It helps to mitigate the disability of
children to speak English and solve mathematics
problems. Also, the parents are keen to see their
children excel in Maths and speak English
fluently. As part of the program teachers prepare
interactive teaching-learning material for students
that helps them to explore their unique and deep-
seated abilities and it also generates eagerness
to learn. Recently, the conduct at 'Expo’ on 3
and 4" March saw the participation of students,
teachers, parents, educational officers from
Chinna Chinta Kunta Mandal.

English Language Learning

Under EXPO, the language learning
activities include pronunciation, sentence framing,
Jolly Phonics, dictionary use, English stories, and
adjectives. For the students to learn the adjectives
and their usage, they are asked to give titles before

their name using adjectives.

Through the Jolly Phonics app, children have
improved their reading skills, identify tricky
words, and correct spelling. It has enhanced the
writing capacities of students with great
enthusiasm and brought the difference in

pronunciation of words and speaking abilities.

Aside from that, the walls of the classroom
fascinate the learning of children. The English
teacher paints the classroom walls with new
words to enrich their vocabulary. The students
themselves try to find the meaning and frame a
sentence using the words written on the classroom
wall. Also, cartoons on the walls that point the
English Vocabulary, grabs the student’s interest
to learn English. Narasimha, studying in class
4 prepared 65 new words using a single word-
lady’s finger. The students have up-skilled in the
narration of situations creatively and interestingly.
They started to talk in English with their friends
and family and freely express their opinion about

the school and its different programs.
Maths learning

The school introduced children to many

effective methods for learning Mathematical

operations, number sense, number line, missing
numbers, friendly numbers, multiplication magic
tricks, math metal works, Vedic math tricks, etc.
Among the different teaching-learning techniques,
the school mainly focuses on Abacus for teaching

mathematics to students.
Abacus

Teaching students using Abacus has fostered
their learning. The students can now perform
different mathematical operations with ease.
Besides, it has helped students to enhance their
imgination power, self-reliance and self-
confidence. The students involved in learning
math through Abacus has improved concentration

and listening skills.

With the support from the community, the
school purchased 50 abacus frames for students

to use during the practice time.

The other initiatives for the academic

development of children:
Brain Board

The Brain Board welcomes students with
inspiring Quotations and words. The motive is
to motivate students and help them lead purposeful
life. The school provides a real education and
dream a bright future for students with moral &

ethical values.

The students read the brain board as soon
as they step into the school. This initiative has
led to behavioral changes, developed humanity,

respect to elders, patriotism, friendly behaviour,
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life skills, thinking capacities through questioning
and application. Aside from that, the students are
motivated by real-life examples.

Dictionary

The headmaster has arranged for both
English-Telugu dictionaries for each student of

learning new words and the process of learning
by themselves is helping them to remember the

Upon the changing reality in the education
sector, the schools have adopted an alternative
teaching methods to ensure comprehensive
learning for students. ZPHS Bhupalapally, is one
such school thriving to make a difference in
teaching. In conversation with SCERT reporter,
M. Ravinder Reddy, Gazetted headmaster from
ZPHS Bhupalapally in Jayashankar District,
briefed about the academic development of
school.

Brief us on peer teaching and its purpose?

To boost the academic standards of students,
we realized that preparing students for National
Means Merit Scholarship, NMMS, test is the right
way. This idea came to my mind after I had found
the students who cleared NMMS have improved
in academics. Besides, the improvement in
aptitude skills and mental ability. But, training
every batch of students with limited staff was a
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big challenge. Then, a teacher initiated a peer
teaching method to prepare students for the
NMMS test every year in the school where he
worked earlier. I was impressed after listening
to his success story and directed him to implement

it immediately.
Peer Teaching technique to clear NMMS test

The teachers train the class 8 students who
qualified for the NMMS test to train their juniors.
They are little teachers, and the school teacher is
a facilitator. The aspiring students are divided
into groups and each group has a little teacher. A
few school teachers were assigned to guide the
little teachers during the three-month long
program. The syllabus comprises MAT (Mental
Ability Test) and SAT (Scholastic Aptitude Test),
and a timetable for the smooth conduct of classes
to complete the syllabus on time. Simultaneously,
students write weekly tests and grand tests. They
are provided with study material based on the
weekly test results. The little teachers report the

timely progress of students to the facilitator.

The little teachers take a class for 45 minutes
to one hour in the morning or evening. They teach
students how to solve different questions from
study materials. "I got qualified for NMMS in
2018 and receiving Rs 12000 scholarship,
thankful to ZPHS Bhupalapally. I feel privileged
for the opportunity to teach my juniors and help
them clear the test. The peer teaching method is
an ultimate step for the benefit of students," said
R Sai, a class 8 student. Sai trained his junior
student, Sampath, who cleared the NMMS test in
2019. "The training and knowledge I gained from
my senior helped me to become eligible for the

scholarship and also performing good in

academics," said Sampath. Another student
Harshini, who cleared NMMS in 2019, said,
"Our senior Archana, little teacher for the girls'
batch, taught us MAT. She made us to revise the
concepts of SAT everyday."

parents joined their wards in the school.

Can you explain the communicative approach

and the activities involved in it?

The meduim of instruction is English. But
many Telugu medium students joined their school.
The challenging task for the teachers is to make
sure these students understand the lessons taught
in the English medium. To achieve it, we started
to address the English-speaking and writing issues
through a communicative approach. The school
has taken this step to ensure the Telugu medium
students become fluent English speakers and
develop the ability to understand the lessons
instructed in English. The efforts of the teachers
and students have been the prime factor for

effective results.
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Communicative Approach in detail

Instead of teaching the English language as
a subject, teachers use the communicative way
of teaching to involve Telugu medium students in
role plays, drama, monologue/dialogue, mono
actions, interviews, assembly discussions, etc.
Among the many learning activities, role-play is
the much liked one. Enthusiastic students
participate and the teachers encourage them to
prepare the content in English on their own. Aside
from that, students are encouraged to speak in
English with their peers and teachers on the
school premises. Besides, the English teacher
gives potential tasks and projects for students to

enhance their English-speaking and writing skills.
Role Play

Students feature a role play after they have
a thorough practice. The theme of a role play can
be any thing from the English textbook. The teacher
acts as a facilitator and allocates theme that has
a scope to perform. Sometimes, the teacher gives
the situation to students in advance to perform
well. Initially, the teachers gave the script to
students and now, the students can write it on
their own. However, teachers edit the content for

enhancements.
Outcome

Students left fear through the communicative
approach. The Telugu medium students can
converse in English confidently and can

understand the lessons instructed in the English.
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Students have developed soft skills,
interpersonal skills and have improved their

communication skills

The ability to speak and write English, and
improved conversations in the English language
brought admissions to the school. Even the
students from private schools have moved to
ZPHS Bhupalapally.

How keen is the school at promoting science?

For experimentation on topics from Physics
and Biology, we utilize chemicals, electrical
apparatus, biological specimens, organs, etc., the
locally available material in our town. On the
National Science Day, every year, we conduct a
Science exhibition, Quiz, Essay writing etc. Last
year we planned it uniquely. We organized
Symposium, Meelo Evaru Shathadhikari (Kaun

banegacrorepathi format), Science spell bee, etc.

What are the other initiatives included to shape

young minds?

As we have a committed teaching unit, we
utilize every opportunity and resource to make
the teaching-learning process more engaging. We
invite people from different organisations and
individuals working in diverse fields to motivate,
encourage and train our children. The children
have learned values, ethics, gained knowledge
by participating in workshops and listening to

speeches of motivational speakers.

Further, the Department of Science &
Technology extended its support to the school’s
Physical Science teacher for organizing a
workshop for students about machine learning,
nanotechnology and artificial intelligence. The

other programmes that involved students are-
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Safe school campaign

The police officials visit the school to make
the students aware of drug abuse, child abuse
and girl abuse. This campaign has given the
students the courage to open up on the issues and
tackle them using the law. The school took the
children to the local police station to make them
aware about the services of the department. The
district child protection unit also visited the

campus to educate children on the child rights.
Yoga

The school staff took the children to the park
near to the school where people practice yoga

everyday. The children now celebrate

international yoga day.
A trip to the library

The teachers took students to the library in
town and involve them in library week

celebrations.

The school also conducts regular programs
like vanadarshini, Haritha Haram, votersday,
Maths Day, Telugu, Hindi Days.

Tell us about your efforts made to transform

the school ambience.

Our school is located in the newly formed
district headquarter. The DEO office is located
on the school premises. We share the campus with
the Primary school. Till the year 2018, the
ambience of the school was very poor and
unpleasant. There were rooms under repair, untidy
walls, toilets under construction, no proper fence

and lack many basic facilities.

With the support of the school management
committee, staff, DEO, District collector, I have
changed the school ambiance into a good-looking
educational institution. The school provides a
peaceful learning atmosphere to our students and
also it brings new admissions every year. The
improvement in school infrastructure and
amenable learning environment of the school has
witnessed the rise in enrolment and better
academic performance. It is more evident in the
rise of girls’ strength that increased to 145 in 2020
from 112 in 2018. The auto drivers union of the
town who heard about the school achievements
admitted their children. The number of children

joined from the families of auto drivers is 30.

The scenario of the school has completely
changed within two years. The work is still going

on to make it even better.

inhibitions and fear. The participants come from
various other government primary schools in
these competitions. This initiative is helping the
students to think critically by applying the learned
concepts in the real time applications.

Also, being a primary school, MPPS
Garrepally conducts Mandal Level Math
Olympiad. This big event schedule on every 21+
December, a day before national Mathematics
day. The school math teacher prepares a question
paper for 60 marks and the time duration for the
test is 2 hours. The test will be conducted with
permission from the DEO and the donors come
forward every year to contribute to the event
arrangements. The winners of the competition
would receive cash prize and mementos from
some of the pioneers in the field of education.

Furthermore, the mission of school is to

provide the students with quality education. On
analysing the different techniques to impart
education, the headmaster decided to make ICT
amedium of teaching-learning of curriculum. But,
the lack of infrastructure and the electricity for
the setup of ICT in school was a challenge. He
then did several visits to electricity department
to bring electricity to the school and articulated
his mission to the local community and the people
who could afford to donate for the establishment
of ICT in school. Fortunately, he gained the trust
of many people and the efforts recognized and in

donations were poured in. The head of the Nalla

Foundation, Nalla Manohar Reddy, donated a 43
inches TV. Since then, the method of teaching-
learning process to students from nursery to class
5 have changed with the use of TV and a pen
drive. The teachers of every class use the pen
drive, in which the lessons are stored. The
teachers prepare an interactive content for
teaching students and copy it into the pen drive.
The content includes Rhymes, topics from Maths
and Science. The learning of numbers and
alphabets quite interesting and easy for students.
The lesson related to numbers or alphabets is
made available in the play list and displayed one
after the other on the screen that avoids confusion
for students while learning. Thus utilizing TV for
teaching math, English and Science has become
so easy and the students learn it fast. With Wifi
available in the school, we even connect a smart
phone to TV to teach lessons to children," said T
Sudhakar, SGT, MPPS Garrepally. The display
of science topic includes human body, solar
system, crops, parts of the tree and other include
animals, Indian culture, temples, etc. Through
digital classes, it gives a wide exposure to the
learner.

Unfortunately, the Covid 19 outbreak has
turned everything down in a blink of an eye. When
the government passed the rule to conduct online
classes, the school did a survey to collect the
details of students having the digital devices at
home and those not having any some of the
students who did not have any access to online
classes are sent to neighbour houses under the
supervision of the village Gram Panchayat. On
the other side, most families have TV but cannot
afford the cable bill every month. On seeing the
adversities of children to find access to online
classes, the school took the step to call children
to school where they can listen to online class on
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school TV. For which, a setup box is required
for which an amount of three to four thousand
rupees was required. As the headmaster asked
for donations from elite people on their birthdays
for accommodating the infrastructure in the
school, he did the same for setting up the online
classes in the school. In the same way, he garnered
the amount from V. Suman on his birthday. When
Sudhakar put his request, Suman immediately
accepted to pay the amount for the cable
connection. The digital classroom with lessons
on TV, received a tremendous applause. The local
cable operatation have given wide publicity
through TV on impact of ICT on students learning
& understanding ability.

Besides, the teachers created class-wise

WhatsApp groups on which the teachers post the

schedule of everyday online classes. The teachers
sent the assignments on the groups for students
and the students post the answers back on the
same group. The printed worksheets from SCERT
made sure that the students receive then on time.
Besides, the teachers made regular visits to the
students' houses to ensure that they were regular
to classes and clear their doubts in the lesson.

Outcome:

The use of TV for delivering instructions to
the students under the supervision of a teacher
improved the understanding ability of students
and has made the learning easy. On seeing it, many
parents have shifted their wards to MPPS
Garrepally from private schools. Thereby, the
number of admissions have increased.

He initially experimented with this technique

on his children. Gangadhar has entailed rigorous
training for preparing his children to achieve titles
internationally in the competitions held for the
fast-calculating minds. Sri Laxmi Adlagatta and
Shiva Shashank Adlagatta bagged many
international prizes. Also, they etched their names
in Guinness World Record for calculating
additions, subtractions and multiplications of
large numbers faster than a calculator. Seeing the
commendable talent of his own kids, his
colleagues advised him to train his school
students.

Interestingly, one fine day he accidentally
met a 10-year-old Anjali, who had quit her
schooling after her mother fell sick.

His training helped children to
achieve the goal set for 2020. The students gained
wide recognition and created a sensation in
education with their names etched in the
International Wonder Book of Records for
'Recitation of Multiplication tables from 1 to 100’
in 1000 seconds.

Seeking a solution to the problem of rural
children's lag in learning English is utmost
important in the era of Globalization.
Vinayadhar Raju Prathikantam, S.A (English),
ZPHS Jangapally, Karimnagar District, carried
out a Action Research on the capacity of remote
students to read English and communication skills
to come up with a solution to the problem. Here
we read the effective strategies for addressing
the needs of struggling readers in English.

The purpose of this classroom-based Action
Research was to help the struggling readers in
Government schools. Most of the teachers
complain that students studying in regional
medium are generally not well in English. During
our research, we tried to find out the reasons for
this problem and provide the possible solutions.

During our project, we have identified the
problem and collected opinions of teachers and
students using questionnaires. Most of the teachers

are critical about the behaviour of the students
and find fault with them. But students gracefully
accepted that they are not showing interest in
reading, so they are not learning even after getting
the inputs from the teachers and students. We
designed a few strategies or activities which
would help them to learn and become better

readers of English.

We also came to a conclusion that most of
the struggling readers are neglected by the teachers
so they are demotivated to participate in the
classroom activities. To address this issue, we
designed activities to engage them effectively and
meaningfully. During our action phase, we tried
out these activities in our class and collected
learning evidences and observed the behavioural
changes. We also used technology to collect the
learning evidences and to provide meaningful
learning environment. Our activities are not
expected to bring instant results but certainly

build confidence among the struggling readers
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which results in increased participation of these

children in the classroom activities.

We also concluded that learning is possible
when the students are engaged in meaningful
situations. The role of the teachers here is to think
or design activities which engage them
meaningfully. We also learnt that students learn
better when they are engaged in collaborative
tasks with their peers.

Action Research Question / Problem :

A few students in my school are not able to
read the text in English. I want to find out the
reasons why can't they read the text, what are the
different reasons and what are different factors
that influence their learning. During this
exploratory research, I have taken the opinions
of the teachers working in the same context and
what did they think about the problem?

The school I work has two mediums of
instruction i.e. Telugu and English. The students
who participated in this action research are from
Telugu medium background. Most of them are
labelled that they can't learn, so they are neglected.
Their confidence levels are also very low and
fixed their mindset that they can't learn English.
Initially for this study, I have taken students of
Class-IX.

Main research question :

Why do some students in my class are not
able to read the text in English?

To explore further...

e  What are the different factors that affect
their learning?

e  What are the different reasons students
think about the problem?
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e  What are different reasons teachers
think about the problem?

e  Why can't they read fluently?
Data Collection :

I created an online collaboration wall using
Padlet to take the opinion of the teachers working
in similar context. Most of them expressed their
opinions using this tool which was shared on
social media platforms.

Data Analysis :

Collected data was analysed based on two
categories. They are qualitative data and
quantitative data. Quantitative data is based on
numbers and figures which we can see and feel
whereas the quanlitative data is one which we
can't visualize, but can be felt.

Teachers' voice :

Teachers opined that lack of time, text book
is not interesting, students are not motivated, etc
most of their complaints are student centered and
administrative but they didn't introspect their
teaching and classroom strategies. Here are their
opinions collected using Padlet wall.

e Students don't have enough reading
material other than textbook to practice
reading.
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e  They are not properly motivated.

e  Forty five minutes time is not sufficient
to address the individual needs.

e  Students don't know how to pronounce
the words.

e Lack of exposure to reading material.
e  No purpose for reading.

e They are not being engaged

meaningfully.

e Teacher is busy in completing the
syllabus.

e Lack of opportunities for reading.
e  Text has too many unknown words.

e Topic selected or chosen is unfamiliar
to them.

Student's Voice :

To consider the opinions of students and their
perspective, I have given them the above
questionnaire and asked them to answer in their
mother tongue. I translated those answers into
English. Here are their responses. I observed that
most of students expressed an opinion that they
accepted that they are not showing any interest in
studies so they are not learning. If we check the
responses of the teacher's most of them
complained or found the fault with the students.

1. Our teachers didn't encourage us to
read.

2. Didn't study in English medium (most
of them are from Telugu medium)

Didn't understand English.
I didn't try from my childhood.

I didn't try at my home.

I didn't read during leisure time or
while in class.

Interesting observation :

Teachers complain about students’
behaviour but students rarely complain about
teachers and their teaching.

Different opinions are adressed differently
using extrinsic and intrinsic motivational
strategies. This is the challenging part of the
which  demands

teaching  process,

professionalism.
Action phase :

For the action phase, I designed the
following activities and tried in my classroom.
While implementing these activities, I frequently
checked its possibilities and effects. Many a time
we have changed our plan of action.

Reading strategies :

1. Peer Tutoring : This is an interesting
activity to engage the learners to motivate and
work collaboratively. In this activity, the students
sit together and read the lesson one after the other.
While reading, if they face any problem, the other
will help so that they are engaged and learn
together. If both of them find it difficult to read
any part of the text, they will make a list of those
words. The teacher will help them to read the
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the students in the class can read the text together
by sitting in pairs. These strategies can be used
to handle the large classes in Indian rural schools.
Most of the students are involved in the process
of reading and gained the confidence that they
can read the text in English.

2. Integration of technology : To address
the problems of struggling readers I integrated
technology i.e., using a computer and projector.
I chose some Indian stories with subtitles.
I showed those stories to them and asked them to
listen and read, listen and write which results in
comprehensible input. Students comprehended the
story with animations and subtitles in English
which in turn helped them to read the text while
listening. This activity also helped to teach all
the skills of LSRW in integration. We also
recorded their voices while reading the text they
have written from the screen using mobile phones.

3. Story Book : After reading and recording
the stories with subtitles, the students gained
confidence that they can read the text in
English.Then I supplied them the story books of
Indian stories like Panchtantra and other moral
stories to address the teachers' opinion that the
lessons in the textbook are not interesting. After
supplying the story books, I have assigned them
post reading tasks which resulted in
comprehension.For example I asked them to
complete the following table:

4. Visualising and drawing : After reading
the storybooks students are encouraged to draw
the characters in the story and created a bubble
to write the dialogues, this activity helped them
to comprehend the given story without the help
ofthe teacher. My students love drawing, so they
did this task with utmost care. Students started
working in groups and helping each other and
started discussion while drawing which resulted
in meaning making. Here is a sample drawing of

my students.
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5. Running Dictation : Running dictation
is total physical responses (TPR) activity which
involves the mind and body coordination.
Students are divided into pairs. One will act as a
reader and the other as a writer. Writer will sit at
particular place where the reader keeps the book
at some distance from the writer and the reader
reads the text and runs to writer to dictate the
text. This activity helped the students to avoid
monotony in the classroom. They enjoyed this
activity very much.

6. Learning is transferable : After
practicing these activities they encouraged my
students to read their regular class books. All the
students started reading their textual lesson
without much difficulty. This is an evidence that
learning is transferable. Students used their
knowledge and skills in new situations. To collect
the evidence of learning, I recorded the audio
files while they are reading the textual lessons
and stored them in Google drive, here are the
links to those files.

Findings and What I learned

By the end of this research what I have learnt
that, there is no shortcut to language learning and
particularly reading is a complex process which

involves the continuous efforts from teachers as
well as from students. Every child has an ability
to learn. Teachers' role is to find out how and
when do they learn better. Another important
observation is, teacher frequently tries to test how
far student is learning. When we are teaching
reading skill, this can't be visualized, when, where
and how they have learnt reading. It happens only
when we engage them meaningfully in a variety
of interesting tasks. Every individual is unique.
As a teacher we need to address them
individually. This requires professionalism.
Teaching is a profession not like any other job.
Sharing and networking leads to continuous
professional development, creating your own
personal learning network is necessary.

Committing mistakes is also a kind of
learning. Allow them to do mistakes. Teacher
needs to develop error tolerance. Teacher should
focus on process not on product. Reading is
thinking and not simply gaining information.
Engaging them meaningfully will strengthen their
learning. Don't teach about the language, teach
the language. Don't provide information. Give
them real use of language i.e learning experience.

Conclusion :

During my Action Research I came to know
that Action Research is an effective professional
development tool to introspect our classroom
practices and strategies which in turn help us to
refine our teaching skill to meet the needs of 21st
century learners. I also conclude that
collaboration and engaging the learners in a
meaningful context is vital to make our classroom
an effective place for learning. We should also
shift our focus from teaching to learning. Last but
not the least shift our focus from product to
process. Learning is a continuous process can't
be visualized at a particular moment or time.

A twist in the plan

While the work was in progress, the sudden
lockdown due to the COVID 19 pandemic came
as a shock to the school head. Unfortunately, with
the unexpected pandemic, the FACTSET went
back on its agreement to sanction funds. When
students learned about it, the news took away the
smiles on their faces. The gloomy faces reluctantly

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reached homes with disappointment. However,
Sarah Mani didn't give up on her dream. Because
of the happenings, she took a deep breath and
made several attempts to convince FACTSET not
to put down the agreement made. In her series of
virtual meetings with FACTSET, she could finally
gain the confidence of the authorities. However,
the condition from FACTSET was to complete
the work in a week's time.

"We were given a week’s time to finish the

setup. I faced many challenges and the count
multiplied due to the lockdown. The school was
far from my residence and monitoring the work
everyday was a strenuous task. Nonetheless, I
moved forward and overcame the hurdles along
my way and with the help of the organisers and
school watchman we could bring the computer
lab to access for students within the given
deadline. The establishment of a computer lab
has not only made the existing students happy but
also helped in improving the strength of the
students," said I. Sundara Sarah Mani.

On learning that the school has a computer
lab, the students are eagerly waiting to operate.
The news that spread across has brought new
admissions to the school and the positive impact
created is helping the school to build an image in
the surrounding villages.

To facilitate students with quality education
and teach personality traits is any challenge for
any school headmaster. But how hard the situation
can be, the Government school headmasters never

give up and take a step forward to cater to the
needs and demands of the students. The SLDP
team brings to you the success story of ZPHS
Manikonda located in Gandipet[M], Ranga
Reddy District, Telangana State. The school is
well-known for its quality education. It is one of
the schools driving the student's future with an
excellent academic track record.

When the headmaster V. Niranjan took charge
on 28" December 2014, he found the school with
minimum furniture, broken blackboards and less
manpower. At that time, there were about 530
students that include Telugu and English medium.
He observed that the students got habituated to
rote learning, no community participation,
stakeholders had no interest, no infrastructure,

only minimum facilities were available like a few

benches, fans, classrooms and a little water and
power supply. Most of the students are of BPL
(Below poverty line), 75% of students are from
migrated families with low literacy skills, parents
did not show any special attention towards their

ward's education.

After he entered school, ideas to transform
the school into a modern school occupied his
mind. He executed his ideas to provide students
with quality education through the latest teaching-
learning methods. With the support from
Synchrony Finance, the headmaster decided to
make sure the students living in rural areas have
access to global happenings and activate their
minds to seek solutions to global problems. His
prime motive is to transform rural students into
global students.

Earlier, with only 530 students in the school,
they was only one projector for students to learn
lessons visually through the TSAT channel. Later,
with the financial support from Synchrony

Finance, the school could accommodate another
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10 projectors for children to access digital

lessons.

With the availability of 25 computers and
Information and Communication Technology, ICT,
the transaction of lessons has become more
interactive. The teachers make sure that the
technology integrated classroom teaching engages
and helps children understand the topics
thoroughly. Another advantage of ICT is that the
students have realized the ability to recall the

concepts that they learnt in their last class.

Before the students had access to the online
lessons, the Synchrony Finance had taught the
students how to operate the computer and use it
for academic enhancement under Distributive
Digital Intervention. Disruptive Digital
Intervention Project aims to provide computer
knowledge to the students of high school working
in Government Sector. The use of a computer also
acts as a secondary source of learning. Students
are learning computer basics, MS office and

basic coding.

It resulted in improving academics by
learning about topics - beyond textbooks. In
addition, the teachers are also using computers

and ICT to prepare study materials.
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The implementation of the India Literacy
Project (ILP) is another programme to aid digital
education. A group of volunteers established ILP
in 1990. ILP is at the frontline to help India achieve
a 100% literacy rate in rural areas by
strengthening communities. ILP promotes multi-
dimensional learning in which children get the
opportunity to experiment, discover and learn in
a varied of ways. The school imparts
Bodhaguru’s digital curriculum. It comprises
Maths subject for higher classes in 8 to 10. By
learning this content, children can develop the

subject knowledge.

The school installed Skype with the support
of Synchrony Finance to facilitate virtual tours
of historical places, to arrange communication
between students and authors or researchers. It
is a window to the outside world for children to
develop and grow. The fully-equipped English
Lab is instrumental in teaching the English
Language to students. The Language laboratory
is very useful for assessing student's speech. It
provides students with the technical tools to get
the best out of students. The electronic devices
used in the laboratory stimulates the language

learning ability of students.

OTHER STUDENT DEVELOPMENT
PROGRAMMES -

To teach discipline among students and
bring awareness on social issues, the school
invites the police personnel and She Teams.

Let us go into detail -
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Student Police Cadet : The local police
department selected candidates from class 8
through written and physical tests. The total
students selected are 22 boys and 22 girls. The
police department officials take classes twice a
week. The prime aim of the department is to teach
discipline to students and make them know the
services of the police department. Through this
programme, students learned the internal and
external operations and duties of the police
department. Students developed a positive
outlook towards the department and many of the

students wanted make it as their career goal.

Bala Mitra : Bala Mitra programme started
with the help of 'She Teams' to avoid students
commit crimes or abuse others. The school
appointed a teacher for the smooth conduct of the
programme. The children share their opinions and
issues with the teachers. When any problem comes
to the teacher’s notice, the teacher tries to solve
it with the support from She Team. With this
programme in school, children and the parents

feel safe and secure.

Health is Wealth - The school conducts
regular health check-ups for students. The
teachers and school staff show attention to the
health problems of students.

children with disabilities. The government
schools collaborate with the nearby Bavitha
center that provides education to the children with
special needs on par with other students in the
school. Itis one of the approaches to ensure these
children gain confidence to perform equally with
other students. With all her efforts, Kranthi, HM
of MPPS Mulugu has succeeded in building the
road for Inclusive Education.

The Bavitha center housed in the school
premises provides education to the children with
varied disabilities. This center takes special care
of children, and the teacher gives special attention
to their needs. As all the disabilities are not the
same, the teachers design a separate curriculum
and teaching techniques for each of them. With
all the efforts of the teaching staff, the children
with disabilities are learning along with other
students.

The school deals with students of different
disabilities and IQ levels. The teaching staff show
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care for the children of special needs with
affection. For these children, the school conducts
games and various competitions every year on
3" December on the occasion of International Day
of Persons with Disabilities at the mandal and
the district level.

Initially, the children did not wish to sit in
the classroom and some were hyperactive.
However, the teachers gave more attention to
these children and provided them a learning
environment to build the capacity to cope with
other students. Also, the friendly conversations
between the disabled children and the teachers
and the play way teaching methodologies have
made them interact socially and improve their

academic skills.

However, it was a challenge for Kranthi to
bring in the children with disabilities into the
school. Initially, owing to social stigma parents
hesitated to send their special needs children to
Bavitha center. Kranthi made several visits to
convince them. In order to bring the change in
their way of thinking, she said that no one guards
the children with disabilities for a long time.
Anyone can take care only to a certain age. It is
not a wise decision to keep them always
dependent on the people around them. "For their
well-being, education is very important. It helps
them to be socially interactive and have control
on their emotions. A minimum learning is essential
for them to lead a better life," she conveyed to
the parents of U. Hareesh and U. Pooja.
U. Hareesh and U. Pooja are verbally challenged
impaired children who depend on their parents
and elder sister, U. Sandhya. The School Head
also explained the achievements of people like
Stephen William Hawking, a renowned physicist,
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and a well known dancer & actor Sudha
Chandran, inspite of their disabilities. She
promised the parents that they would notice a
significant change in their children's behaviour
and academic progression. On understating her
intention, many parents have joined their children
in Bavitha. But the real challenge is to mingle
these CWSN students with those children studying
in PS Mulugu. She faced a strong rejection from
the society and the parents of children for mixing
this wards with special children. However, she
could bring all of them to school by explaining to
the parents about the RTE Act 2009 for children
with disabilities.

Later, the greatest challenge was to ensure
CSWN children are calm and do not indulge in
activities causing disturbance to other students.
For which, teachers involve these children in arts,
physical activities, health and hygiene etc. Over
the time, they developed good relation with peers
and have improved in academics. The special

focus given by the teachers, on their students
helped to bridge the gap between the home and
the school.

M Kranthi Kumari says....

U. Harish, studying in MPPS Mulugu, was
diagnosed intellectual disability that affected his
communication and independent living. In the
beginning, he was unable to write and speak. To

bring some relief to him, we used phonics, pencil
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adoption and lip reading techniques. His
consistent efforts under the guidance of the
teachers have enabled him to write and speak a
few words and politely followed the teacher's
instructions. We hope that he would improve

more in the coming years.

Ch. Aishwarya and B. Shiva were diagnosed
with DISLEXIA and Attention Deficit
Hyperactivity Disorder. They give less eye
contact. For these children, we use big coloured
letters, flashcards, pegboards and TLMs. The
process of teaching with these designed resources
repeats every day.

K. Shiva, studying in this school, was
diagnosed with a musclar coordination problem.
He is having motor and speech problems. We
make him practice task-oriented training. He is
bedridden and when he has to sit, he takes the
support of Cerebral Palsy Chain. Now, he can
pronounce simple words, understand visuals,
situations, expressions, and shows all kinds of
emotions like cry, laugh, and anger.

Dilip suffers from mild autism. He has poor
eye contact, hyperactive, cannot read and no
academic skills. To impart education to Dilip,
the teachers used to visit his home. The teachers
nurtured his reading and writting skills. Now, he
can write creatively and read alphabets and
sentences, read numbers, talk small words etc.

Outcome :

The School Head received support from the
parents on the idea of educating the CWSN
children with normal children.

Attendance of CSWN children has increased.
Students of PS Mulugu realized the

importance of inclusive education.

Inspite of their disabilities, the CWSN
children could learn social skills, personal
skills, and even academics by mingling with
normal children. Parents, and even teachers
embracing the disabled children is
remarkable.

Hearing impaired, specific learning
disability and mild intellectually disabled
children are good at academics as the school
staff imparts education based on their IQ
levels.

In Bhavitha (Non-IERC) center, the most
significant change is all the children with
Special Needs are sitting in the classroom
and learn along with normal children,
irrespective of their disabilities such as
autism, intellectual disability, and problems
with behaviour.

any inhibitions. On realizing that the English
language is one of the key ingredients in
preparing the child to face the challenges of
21* century, the parents from economically
weaker sections of the society are pushing
themselves to join their wards in schools where
the medium of instruction is English. This
change in attitude especially in illiterate

in education and to cater to the expectations
of the students and parents, the state-run
Telugu medium schools both primary and high
levels are slowly turning into English medium
schools.

In relevance to the imminent shift, the
team of School Leadership and Development
Programme, SLDP, brings to you the story of
a headmaster of MPPS Mallapur, whose
contributions gave a newform to the learning
of students.
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MPPS Mallapur, at Indalwal Mandal in
Nizamabad District, which is now imparting
education in English had faced a tough time a
few years back when the school was remarked
for low student enrollment. The parents showed
no interest to send the children to MPPS Mallapur
becausethe the medium of instruction was Telugu.
The majority of the parents sent their wards to
the private schools in the neighbouring villages /
towns. In view of the situation, the headmaster
distributed pamphlets in the village that enlisted
the facilities the school would provide including
quality education, good school ambiance to
children. However, the strategy failed because
none of them had turned up. Nevertheless, he
continued his efforts to bring back the enthusiasm
and interest to join their wards into MPPS
Mallapur. In the process of finding a solution, he
understood that the only way to improve student
enrollment is to introduce English medium in the
school. He took this decision when he had
understood that parents were more interested to
send their wards to schools that impart education
in the English medium and his intuition was
correct. The day after the school had announced
the inclusion of the English medium, students
started enrolling into MPPS Mallapur.

Furthermore, the student enrollment had
increased to 65, the headmaster along with
teachers started to believe in their strength. The
teachers who previously had very little English-
speaking skills are now able to communicate and
teach the lessons in English. Subsequently, they
have been working for hours together to translate
the Telugu content into English for students to
make notes. Simultaneously, the headmaster

conducted weekly meeting to identify the demerits

of teaching and started matching necessary

corrections.

The teachers of MPPS Mallapur showed
dedication and commitment towards improving
their standards of teaching and showed the marked
difference in the delivery of education. It is quite
visible to students. The teachers share their
classroom experiences with their colleagues on
weekends. Through this practice, the teachers
advise each other over the methods of delivering
education. The headmaster also gives weekly
targets to teachers in order to achieve academic
standards.The classrooms are also well-
equipped with adequate teaching infrastructure
like a Dell computer and projector in classrooms
to support the audio and visual learning of
students.

In addition, the teachers identify the slow
learners in the class and take special classes to
enhance their learning capacities. Every day, the
students stay back in school after school hours
that is 3:30 pm to 4:30 pm to clarify their doubts.
The teachers are being appreciated for giving time
to students after school hours. During this one-
hour time, the teachers not only clarify the subject
doubts but also work on the child's mental and
physical issues if any. The friendly behaviour of
teachers gives students the courage to open up on
their problems and seek a solution from teachers.
Besides, the parents are also involved in
improving their ward's academic performance.
In regular parent meetings,the teachers discuss
the learning abilities of the child and also seek
feedback on the school's teaching-learning
process from parents. Based on the feedback, the
teachers modify their way of teaching to that
particular child.




With positivism all over, the parents asked
the headmaster to train students for the entrance
test to secure a seats in Model school, Gurukula
and Navodaya. Adhering to the request of the
parents, the school has been taking separate
classes for the interested students. In the year
2018-19, M. Lokesh, one of the students scored
81 marks and stood Mandal topper in the entrance
test and secured a seat in Model school.Now,
around 70 students got seats in Model and

Gurukula schools.

Besides, taking various steps to improve the
standards of education, the school has been
sensitizing students towards nature and
environment. The school encourages the students
to dig soak pits for collecting the rainwater and

the stored water is being used to clean the

premises to maintain hygiene. Since October 2
in the year 2013, the children have been
participating in the plantation drive. They bring
in a variety of plants into their garden under the
state's prestigious Haritha Haram programme.
Now, there are around 400 different types of
plants. Further, handwash basins and toilets for
girls and boys have been constructed. These
facilities are being maintained clean and hygiene
and the students are instructed to clean their hands
before taking their mid-day meal. This has
eventually become a habit for the students. They
follow it even at home before they sit for breakfast

and dinner.

The primary school MPPS Mallapur is doing
its best for the students and has been continuously
working for the students' well-being. The school
made an everlasting impact on both the students
and parents. Now, the parents and students have
become the brand ambassadors of the school

spreading the goodness and qualities of teaching

Formation of School Houses

cleanliness and hygiene, patriotism, and service
to others. These groups workout the modalities
and conduct activities to sensitize and motivate

co-students.

Steps to Improve Academic Performance and

to EncourageTeam Work

The teachers conduct quizzes, Science fairs,
Math mela and group activities to improve
students’ academics and the group of students
working together has helped them learn to perform
a task as a team. The students have understood
that every individual has a key role to play in
achieving the task in a given time and the duty of
the team leader is to give equal recognition to all

the team members.
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Other Initiatives

In an attempt to teach students them the
importance of hygiene, the school also conducts
some innovative competitions like "Make My
Own Dustbin" and "Clean Classroom Content".

early age owing to the financial crisis of the

family.
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ZPHS Ghanpur is situated near Ghanpur
station in a serene atmosphere. The ambience of
the school is so congenial for the development of
the students both in academic and psychological
growth. The school runs with 440 students and
19 members including teaching and non-teaching
staff. In the initial days, the headmistress
T. Bharathi Devi observed the mindset of the
community towards girl child or girl education
and decided to bring a change in the way the girls
are looked at. The school head with the support
of the staff members began her journey with the
implementation of plans that have the potential
to transform the school into a fun learning center

The students in ZPHS Ghanpur are
performing well in academics and gradually

improving their learning curve. Dated back, the
majority of the students had a fear of Science and
Math. The performance of students in Physics,
Chemistry, Biology and Math was very weak. This
had led to the loss of focus on these subjects and
the students would score less in exams. When
she observed the difficult situation of students,
she held a discussion and proposed the
establishment of a Science lab on the school
premises. The motive behind this initiative is to
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ignite a passion for learning science in students
by integrating a fun factor in learning the subject.
The school named the lab as ‘Kalam Science Lab’
where students are made to perform experiments
on topics taught in the classroom. For the smooth
conduct of the science lab, experiments are listed
in a lab log book. The lab logbook also contains
the details of class, apparatus, period, name of
the experiment, teacher signature and HM's
signature. Similarly, a log register is maintained
by the teachers to track the attendance of students
attending the practical sessions.

With the availability of the Science lab, the
students found an additional source of learning
the subject comprehensively with a hands-on
experiments. This learning approach coupled with
theoretical knowledge has kindled the
application skills in them. The induced curiosity
in students is making them conduct simple
experiments like the starch test at homes to
observe and get thrilled with the result that is
exactly mentioned in the textbook. The increased
interest in science has boosted the students morale
to participate in science exhibitions, science fairs,
seminars, science congress, elocution, debates,
essay writing and drawing competitions and other
activities in the field of science. Aside from that,
students conduct a food fest to educate the local
community on types of nutrient foods and their
significance. There is a science corner in all
classrooms where every student shares their
knowledge. They discuss new ideas to improve
their curiosity about science.

In an attempt to sustain that scientific temper
in students, teachers play the videos of the latest
contemporary developments in the field of
science.

The majority of people are from Budiga
Jangam. The parents go to various cities for work
leaving children with guardians. They are very
insecure about the female child's age and make
sure not to reveal the age and get the girl married
before she reaches the age of puberty. Because
of'it, the parents and girls were given counseling
on the benefits of being educated and explained
the arduous struggles they should face when
getting married at a young age. The school invited
doctors and psychologists to explain the mental
and physical challenges that the girl suffers when
married early. The school headmaster, teachers
and other experts jointly made efforts to curtail
this tradition to allow them live independently
and strong.

The collective efforts gave life to Girls
Education in the village. In order to take it further,
students are motivated to enact stage plays on
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child marriage to raise the awareness against the
social malice to ensure the girl's life is not ruined
at an early age. The school now has 60 girl
students and provides equal opportunities for
both boys and girls for their full growth. In
addition, girl students are being taught Karate
classes on self-defense.

Community-based interventions

The support from the SMC members, village
sarpanch and parents played a crucial role in
bringing back the students who were dropped out
of the school. The school teachers conducted Badi
Bata programme to improve the enrollment and
maintained ties with primary and Anganwadi
schools to provide early education to children.

Impart of education through active
Teaching Learning Process (TLP) such as
teaching through interactive digital aids and
STEP (science teaching through experiments
and projects) brought a qualitative change in
the pupils academic performance.

Through various initiatives of the school,
students unfastened the negatives of fear and
uneasiness towards Math, Science and
Education as a whole. Students are able to
think rationally and scientifically. The most
significant change was many girl children
started attending school and understood the

importance of being independent and strong.

ZPHS Indriyala is located on the banks of Musi river in Yadadri-Bhuvangiri District is 10 km
from Bhoodan Pochampally Mandal, prominently known for its historic Bhoodan Movement
launched by Acharya Vinoba Bhave. The village is also noted for its niche weaving industry.
Although the village is situated close to the state capital, the village remains underdeveloped
and the natives of the village belong to backward sections of the society. They mostly rely on
the income generated from farming, fishery and animal husbandry. Unfortunately, owing to the
financial crisis, the children in their school-going age accompany their parents to farming,
look after the cattle and sheep, etc. However, the ZPHS Indriyala that recently gone through a
major overhaul has gained a lot of attention and has changed the mindsets of the parents who

earlier lived-in ignorance.
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Meet N Purushotham Reddy, the gazetted
headmaster of ZPHS Indriyala, who turned the
school around into an effective learning hub
for students. His contributions to the school
reflect the significant practices of School
Leadership Development Programme (SLDP),
a programme that assures a holistic school
development.

How did School Leadership and Development
Programme help you in transforming yourself
into the best headmaster?

School Leadership and Development
Programme (SLDP), is a wonderful opportunity
for the teachers and headmasters to learn the
nuances of school administration and its
functioning. The sessions conducted by SCERT
were highly influential and striking. We had
mentors from whom we could grasp the concepts
and practically apply them in the field of school
education. From the time I joined the school,
I have been motivating the school staff and

Keeping that in mind,
I have motivated children to take up
responsibilities and encouraged them to
professionally handle the given tasks.

only helped them to improve their academic skills
and leadership qualities but has also inculcated
a sense of belonging towards the school and
society at large.

Describe to us you're feeling when you entered
the school for the first time?

Initially, when looked up to the school
building, the ambience and the structure of the
building discouraged me to a level that never
experienced before. The school lacked all the
basic amenities and the missing positive vibes in
the community were more disturbing. The school
functioned with just five classrooms for
conducting regular classes to class 6 to 10
students. There was no library for students to
read books and the computer to learn concepts
beyond textbooks. Nonetheless, we took it as a
challenge and decided to change the face of the
school.

Where did the inspiration come from to face
the real challenge in front of you?

When I stepped onto the school campus,
I came across a statute of a person who was not
known to me before. It was not the statue of any
politician or of a prominent educationalist.] was
very much anxious to know who is he. I did a
small inquiry to suffice my quest to know about
him. Later, I was stunned to know that he was a
former teacher Late K Damodar Reddy, who had
worked for 5 years in this school. It was a
shocking experience for me to see a statue of a
teacher and I became impatient and couldn't stop
myself from learning what made the villagers erect
his statute on school premises.

While I was listening to his contributions
made for the development of the school, I was
astounded at his dedication and passion he had
to lay a pathway for students to become efficient
learners. One of his significant contributions was
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to upgrade the existed primary school into Upper
Primary school. It is he who had sowed the seed
for the up-gradation of the school and eventually
now it is recognised as a high school. Apart from
that, he was a motivational speaker who can bring
people together for a purpose. More interestingly,
at a time once when the roadway leading to the
school got damaged, the RTC bus services came
to a halt for many days causing inconvenience to
students. Then, this inspiring personality collected
funds and immediately repaired the roads. Later,
the buses resumed after he had put an application
to the depot manager. Today, the students commute
safely to schools. The incredible journey of
K Damodar Reddy is indeed commendable and
that's where my inspiration came from. His
undaunted works would keep me inspired all the
time and be a guiding force in my future
undertakings.

The story of K Damodar Reddy filled in me
the enthusiasm to take up the challenges on my
way to develop the school. T firstly focused on
the problems and the lack of resources hampering
the child's education. In view of the situations
having the potential to create a generation of
learning poverty, I immediately reached out to
motivate and convince the community to pour in
donations for setting up a computer lab, library
and additional classrooms. I succeeded in getting
donations from the community and NGOs to make
resources are available in school. Besides, we
also received financial help from the Math
teacher, M Neeraja, to build a stage for organising
cultural events.
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What steps did you follow to improve
enrollment and attendance?

When I assumed the charge, the first thing
that struck my eyes was low enrolment in school.
Most of the parents in the village joined their
wards in private schools as the school was
imparting education in Telugu medium. Then,
with a consultation with the teaching staff, we
decided to introduce English as the medium of
instruction. As the language was new to children,
we organised spoken English classes and used
audio with video streaming rhymes to aid their
English learning. With the help of donors, we
distributed GK books and dictionaries for
children. Another strategy was to appreciate
students with 100% attendance during the school
assembly. The children with full attendance are
landed with special badges as a token of
encouragement and the school assembly time was
made much more interesting with the celebration
of birthdays of students.

Brief us on the creation of a subject-wise club
and student cabinets. How did it help evolve
the minds of students?

The formation of subject-wise clubs was an
idea to empower the new generation of learners
in the tech-driven world of education. With
increasing global prospects of education, there
is an urgent need to look inwards and find a
deviation from routine learning. The clubs include

Math, Science, Social and language.
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Language Club : In language club, the
language teachers assign children the task to
recite rhymes, poems, read stories and also
motivate children to perform skits. This approach
to learning languages has been helping children
to enhance their creative skills and imagination.
Besides, the activities conducted in language
classes has drived the children towards literature.

Math Club : In Math Club, the students of
all classes work on puzzles and sudokus posted
on the notice board on weekly basis. The practice
of math through puzzles is allowing students to
apply their minds and think critically for
solutions. The club members also organise and
celebrate math day.

Science Club : The science club organises
science exhibitions and celebrates the birth
anniversary of scientists. In the series of sessions
scheduled at regular intervals, the teacher gives
clarifications on superstitious beliefs and conduct
activities to enhance their scientific thinking.
These activities brush up the scientific temper
and reasoning in students.

Social Club : The social club organises
events like Republic Day and Independence Day,
constitutional day, UNO day, world population
day. The celebration of birth anniversaries of

freedom fighters and change-makers of the
country is given utmost importance, where the
students read about them and appreciate their
contributions to the country. It lays an ever-lasting
impact on the students and makes them contribute
positively to society as a leader.

Student cabinet : We initiated the concept
of a school cabinet for the smooth functioning of
the school. It enforces discipline and creates a
rapport between students and the management.
This has effectively ingrained the spirit of
leadership and self-confidence in students. The
school cabinet includes house captain, vice-
captain, boys SPL, girl SPL, mid-day meal
secretaries in each hou se. The houses include
Radhakrishnan House, Abdul Kalam House,
Dasharathi House, Ramanujan House.

Tell us about your school's 'wonder Box'

It is the box in which students drop their
questions for teachers to clarify their doubts every
third Saturday. We have installed a wonder box
to develop a spirit of curiosity in students and
change their way of thinking. This approach has
instilled the eagerness in students to learn new
concepts and flip books for gaining knowledge.
In the process of learning, the students struck with
some concepts that need clarifications. The doubts

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are written on a piece of paper and dropped in
the wonder Box. The students be on their toes to
know the answers for continuing their research.
Also, the teachers put extra effort to
comprehensively explain the doubts with real-
time examples. This way of education not only
helps students to improve their knowledge but
also motivates the teachers to go beyond textbook
content.

What are the non-academic activities
conducted in school?

To lessen the academic stress on children,
the students are encouraged to take up physical
and mental activities. It truly helps children to
gain energy and rejuvenate themselves to move
ahead in full stream. We organise team bonding
games every Saturday afternoon for children to
participate physically and also understand how
every individual contribution helps the team to
accomplish any task. The other activities include
frog hopping, skipping and meditation. They enjoy
the teaching method of life skills.

Arts and crafts : The students stand out as
an inspiration for many in the creation of arts and
crafts. The students have excelled in designing
arts and crafts by learning its basics through
videos streaming on YouTube. It is the only source
for them to learn as there is no teacher available
to teach craft exclusively. The learning happens
at their own pace. To let this initiative go a long
way, the school organises crafts mela in the
school where the students showcase their arts and
crafts for public view.

Sensitization towards environment : The
headmaster installed taps in the school, with the

donations from the local community, to water the
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plants on campus.
Earlier, the school
campus had barren |8
lands with weeds j
occupied the larger
part of the area. Now,
the greenery

surrounding the school =

welcomes every student with fresh air and a
pleasant ambience. Under the prestigious Haritha
Haram programme, the school formed an Eco
Club in which the students enrolled to be part of
Haritha Haram. With systematic participation in
the programme, now the barren land turned lush
green.

With the poor ability to learn and low
concentration levels, tuning the young minds
towards education came as a challenge for the
headmaster initially when he assumed the charge.

NO BAG DAY

like a fest by participating in various academic

activities under their guiding teachers.

YOGA at the school level :

Students do yoga to develop a sense of well-
being. It reduces stress and anxiety and helps them
to relax. As the children have a lot to learn, to
keep them off from academic pressure, the school
encourages Yoga to improve the student's
concentration levels throughout the class and help
them understand the concepts with an attentive
mind. At first, the young and restless minds can
find this challenging. Through the practice of some
Asanas, Pranayam, Meditation techniques,
students can have peace of mind and develop self
- control.
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Book- Reading and Book-Review

The book reading programme is an everyday
activity. The students read storybooks,
biographies and other books upon their interest.
They pick up the books from the library. After
the reading is over, the students write the summary
and highlights of the book in their own words.
The review also includes some examples to prove
their understanding and end with a conclusion.

The motive behind this activity is to develop
reading and writing skills among students and let
their mind adapt the author's style of writing and
try to understand what the author is trying to
convey to the reader through his/her writings. The
reading habit has helped students to gain
command of vocabulary, learn to pronounce new
words, know the meaning and eventually it has

guided them to channelize their thoughts and

The student's enrollment
and attendance gained momentum after the school
had conducted several awareness campaigns in

the village.




In the past, children were not regular to
school and showed less interest in studies, and
parents were not keen on sending their children
to school owing to their financial crisis. On
analyzing the mindset of parents and the students,
B. Renuka, the School Head instructed all the
teachers to conduct an awareness campaign and
schedule regular parent meetings. It helped
overcome their fears and started to send their girl
child to school. The counselling of parents, has
increased the students’ strength, and the delivery
of quality education sees a significant rise in
enrollment every year. The teachers are updated
with the latest tech-integrated educational tools
and teaching methodologies for improving the
teaching standards in a digital classroom. A fully-

equipped library with other infrastructure has

improved the academic performance of students.

On the other hand, the attention on health and
hygiene has also improved the attendance.
Earlier, the unhygienic environment on campus
due to lack of washrooms and no education on

good hygiene practices, students frequently fell

sick and were irregular to the school. In view of
it, the school has taken steps to regularly teach
students the benefits of good health and hygiene
practices and provide students with clean

drinking water. Unlike in the past, the students

are regular and have become active learners.

Furthermore, teachers hone the student's
communication skills, keeping in mind the
potential opportunities that come their way and
the industry’s demand for soft skills. The teaching
staff daily nurtures the communication and

presentation skills of students.

To strengthen the academics of students, the
school formed the 'Balala Committee' to pave the
way for 'learning by doing'. The Balala committee
comprises students performing various activities.
Among many activities, a mock poll, grabbed the
attention of the students. Recently students have
participated in the school's election poll. They
learned about, election rules, election procedure,
the value of vote, the presiding officer, election

poll percentage, the duty of public
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representatives, and the authorities involved in
the conduct of the election. Through mock polls,
the students understood the importance of general
elections and the duty of every citizen to vote for
a leader. Besides, students developed leadership
qualities. Overall, the activities under Balala
Committee are helping students to explore their
innate abilities and gain knowledge.

The best teaching techniques, the active

involvement of parents, local community, SMC,
and village panchayat have improved students’
academic skills.

The state wide program of distributing
textbooks was launched from this school. "We
are glad that our school was the part of the
programme launched in the presence of the
honorable Minister, Education, Smt. Sabitha Indra
Reddy. The local MLA and other public

representatives graced the programme," said
B. Renuka. The event remained more memorable
with the participation of the Minister Education
in the Haritha Haram programme. As part of
Haritha Haram, students plant the saplings every
year to expand the green cover on the school

premises.

Human contact in learning is an essential
factor in today's school education. All the
stakeholders of school education should
frequently interact with students to assess
their strengths and weakness. The systematic
reach out to students would help the teachers,
headmasters and other educational authorities
to plan and implement personalised and
customised learning. Here is the story of
A.Rama Krishna, the headmaster from ZPHS
Appampally, who sternly believes that
interpersonal interaction between the students
and teachers opens the road for differentiated
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instruction for making students conceptualise
the lessons in the classroom despite the
difference in the learning ability.

ZPHS Appampally is located 12km away
from the North of CC Kunta Mandal in
Mahabubnagar District. A Rama Krishna was
transferred to the school in the year 2018. The
moment he assumed the charge as the headmaster,
he made attempts to interact with the students of
all classes to get an idea about their knowledge
levels and to realise what fundamental shifts are
required to uplift their skills and abilities. After
having several interactions with students, he

recognized a gap in students' practical knowledge
of the subjects and poor reading skills as they
spend very little time in reading. He further
understood that the children, whose parents rely
on farming to run the family, indulge in household
activities and farming work along with their
parents after school and give less time for
revising their daily lessons.

In view of the learning conditions of students,
the headmaster immediately directed the teaching
and non-teaching staff to start the works of
creating a well-equipped library and a science
laboratory for students. The teachers too actively
participated to accomplish the tasks. They were
also given the liberty to suggest ideas for building
a well-equipped library and science lab. Besides,
steps were taken to encourage the local
community to raise funds for the two
establishments. The villagers were given
awareness about how imperative it is to have a
library and science lab in school. The teachers
collected funds from the local youth and alumni
of ZPHS Appampally.

Now, the library is at the centre of focus
with various kinds of books for students to enrich
their personal and critical thinking. Using the

donations, the school library is being upgraded
with books from genres including autobiographies
of famous personalities, scientific research,
dictionaries, English language books, moral
books, magazines and newspapers.

"The attempt of doing this is to enhance their
reading skills and knowledge on happenings
around them. The school library is being properly
managed under the teacher, who is incharge of a
library. The incharge librarian is responsible to
maintain a record of books available in the library
and also track the number of students attending
the library in the library period. The students of
all grades are given equal opportunity to access
library services at a scheduled time. Aside from
that, the students are also encouraged to go to the
library in their leisure time in the absence of a
teacher. In order to create that zeal to learn more

ZFPHS,
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among students, the school gives books to the
prize winners of various competitions organised
on school premises," said A Rama Krishna, the
headmaster.

Interestingly, before establishing a full-
fledged library with all facilities and required
infrastructure, the headmaster directed the
teachers to display the books on the classroom
walls for students to pick up and read in the free
time and also in the morning before prayer. He
came up with this idea only to avoid the delay in
improving the reading skills of the students. Later,
a full fledged library for students came into effect
from 30th July 2019.

Outcome:

The change in the attitude of students is being
observed. They have been spending quality time
reading books and improving their knowledge.

The eagerness to read is helping them secure

good marks in internal exams and especially for
the class 10 students. The class 10 students could
earn 10GPA with top marks in board exams. Apart

from that, it is evident that the usage of the library
is playing a crucial role in students' competitive
exams- around five students cleared the
POLYCET exam in 2020, five students cleared
the Residential Junior College Exam and around
17 students secured 10 GPA.

The continued reading of students has
enhanced their knowledge on various subjects
beyond textbooks and enabled them to win prizes
in competitions conducted at District and Mandal
levels. These include essay competition,
recitation of poems and padyalu, elocution and
Science Quiz. The winning ability in students has
improved their confidence levels and self-
reliance.

The lack of transport facilities in remote
areas impede students from receiving
education. The children, in rural areas, from
low-income generating families cannot afford

transport charges to reach school located far

away. Therefore, with no access to schools,
the parents take their children along with them
to work in agricultural fields to earn some bugs
for the family. This helpless situation is leaving

students with no education.
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Many children in and around the remotely
located villages at Armoor Mandal in Nizamabad
district, had to quit school because they had to
walk miles to reach the distantly located ZPHS
Maggidi.

Maggidi is a small village with a low
population. The villagers belong to backward
communities and rely on the earnings from
cultivation and daily wage labour. Around
seven villages are surrounding Maggidi. The
villages include Amdapoor, Khanapoor,
Surbiryal, Komanpally, Fathepoor, Jalalpoor,
and Pipri. The children living in these seven
villages used to go for labour work or stayed
at home because the school is far from their
homes. There is no transport facility for
schools safely.

children to reach

Unfortunately, children who dreamt of going

to school stayed at home. The strength of
students was 242 in the academic year 2014-
2015, with children only from the close by
village Maggidi.

The grieving and painful condition of
children living outside Maggidi village touched
the heart of P Laxmi Narsaiah, a headmaster of
the school ZPHS Maggidi who came to the school
in 2015. The moment he assumed the charge, the
first step he took was to join his son PVN Karthik
studying class 8 in the same school to encourage
other parents to join their wards. This initiative
brought confidence to the parents that the school
offers quality education to their children. On
realizing that many children from the surrounding
villages are unable to access education, he
reached out to the officials of the Telangana State
Road Transport Department to submit the
application for the arrangement of a bus to ferry
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children to and fro after he had held a discussion
with the teachers. The transport department
accepted his request to offer the transport facility
to the far-off students. His approach towards the
well-being of students is commendable and 169
more students were admitted into the school after
the school had assured the parents that the bus
will safely drop their children at home. Further,
the continued efforts and support from the school
staff, village heads, village development
committees and youth club helped to increase the
student enrollment to 306 in 2019-2020.

The children hailing from poverty-stricken
families come to school with an empty stomach.
On observing the condition of students, the
headmaster started to offer breakfast to children
with the help of Sri SatyaSai Annapurna Seva
Samithi. It has not only alleviated the hunger pain
of school students but also reduced the dropout

rate and made children are regular to school.

To meet the needs of students, the headmaster
built five additional classrooms with the support
of the local community. The total number of
classrooms is 12. Talking about academics and
the overall growth of students, the teachers
support proves to be a crucial part for the growth
of children with self-esteem and confidence. All
the subject teachers put an extra effort to make
students understand the lessons. For example, the
math teacher has introduced Abacus to children
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to ease their learning. The class is scheduled for
45 minutes every day in which students of classes
6 to 9 participate. The school distributed two
Abacus books for students to practice. Apart from
the schedule of 45 minutes class in the morning
hours, the school conduct Abacus class in the 8"
period as well. The mathematics teacher takes
special care while teaching Abacus to students.
This helped the students learn the subject
effectively by overcoming the fear and the phobia
that math is a tough subject. Now, they can
perform the four operations -addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division with ease. This method
of learning impacted the brains of the students. It
has helped them to sharpen their problem-solving
skills. With the schools appropriate steps to
improve the academic skills of students, every
year the class 10 students score 10 GPA, and the
school has attained 100% results in S.S.C. from
2014-15 to till date.

"I joined the school in 2015. [ used to go to
school from the village Surbriyal by an auto. At
that time, I faced many problems like going late
to school or staying at home when I cannot afford
the auto charges. By seeing our difficulties, our

headmaster has arranged a bus for us. This
initiative has helped us to continue our education.
Apart from that, our headmaster put all his efforts
to equipp the school with all basic facilities such
as hygienic kitchen, library, computer lab and
playground. In academics too, our school is no
less in encouraging students to participate in
various quizzes, competitions and cultural
programmes. During my school days, many
students participated in sports at Mandal, District

and National levels," said Pranavi, a former
student of ZPHS Maggidi.

In pursuit of quality education to students,
the headmaster and the teachers implemented
various strategies to improve the standards of the
school. They ensured that class 10 pass outs get
a seat in IIIT Basara. Every year, the teachers
identify the good scoring students and train them
to clear the entrance exam of IIIT Basara. For
these students, the school conducts special classes
in the mornings and evenings and conducts
periodical slip tests. The progress of the students
are monitored and analyzed to provide further
guidance for success in the entrance test. Besides,
students attend meditation and yoga classes to
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improve their memory and concentration levels.
The subject experts from other institutions too
visit the school to enhance the students'
understanding of subjects and to perform better
in the entrance exam of IIIT Basara. Around 54
students got admissions in IIIT Basara from
2016-17 to 2018-19.

K. Venkateshwar, a Physical Science teacher,

said, "I feel privileged to be part of this school.
Under the dynamic leadership of P. Laxmi
Narsaiah, the school has improved its standards.
The teacher's viewpoint is also given importance
in the decision-making process. We collectively
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move forward to make more changes for the
benefit of students. After an increase in the student
enrollment, we collected donations to establish
a science lab on school premises. It brought
smiles in the faces of the Bio-science and Physical
Science teachers, whose aim is to provide
students with practical knowledge through
experimentation. We celebrate Science Day every
year and the students showcase their innovative
exhibits. The motive behind the celebration of
Science Day on February 28 is to induce scientific

temper in them."

In this way, P. Laxmi Narsaiah could change
the face of the school within his capacities. His
journey of the school's reformation is an
inspiration to the teachers who aspire of becoming
school head.

K. Aradhana FAC HM of GHS No.2 U/M
took charge as HM in July 2018. As soon as she
took charge, she figured out some key causes
impeding the development of the school. While
addressing all the issues, she primarily focused
on the irregularity of students to the school. She
divided this problem into three categories,

1. Students who don't attend the school

2. Students who leave home saying that
I am going to school but don't attend
the classes.

3. Students who come to school but skip
classes after one or two hours.

These students land up at local water bodies
or at local playground during school hours. Also,
she observed that the parents being illiterate, the
children are not well-guided, and the parents had
no knowledge about the necessity of education.
On the other hand, economically weak families
showed less interest in joining their children in
school. Because the students are diverted from
studies, she convened a meeting with parents to
make them aware of the underlying problems and
encourage them to join their wards in the school.
The school staff adhering to the guidelines of the
school head have put efforts to gain the trust of

parents.

In the meeting, the school head informed the
parents about the set goals and targets of the
academic year. The headmistress conveyed that
a minimum level of learning has to be achieved
and it can happen only when the students are
regular to school. "We have assured parents a
positive growth of the students with utmost

attention," said Aradhana.

The school staff regularly visits the local
water bodies and the local playground to catch
hold of the children who spend time playing
outside and bring them to the notice of their
parents. The school staff counsels the children
and makes them realize the importance of
education. The teachers told parents to counsel
their wards and make sudden visits to the school
to check whether their child is present or not.
The parents also take this opportunity to interact
with teachers to know the progress of their child.

The school displays the students' progress and

attendance percentage for parents to understand
the child's learning ability. Based on the report,
the teachers and parents will plan a strategy for
improving the learning and retention power of
students. Besides, the headmistress visits the
homes of students who would frequently skip the

classes.

Later, a student from each section takes the
responsibility of a class monitor. The class
monitor takes the attendance of the class students
for each period to make sure all the students are
attending the every class. If a student is outside
class, the student is called to school with their
parents for counseling. To motivate the students
to come to school regularly and improve in
academics, parents of the students with 100%
attendance are awarded during the assembly time.
This move led to the development of competitive
spirit among students and the overall attendance

percentage has seen a sharp increase.

The students participate in science

fairs and school fests to showcase their

innate ability. The students come up with a

model to display. The parents visit the
school to look at the work of their children
and feel happy seeing their child progress.
This made them trust the school and efforts
at improving their child's learning

standards.

Further more, the headmistress observed the
students failed to complete formative assessments
on time. Many students complete either one or

two components of FAs; but most of the
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Sports and Games

components are left incomplete and the teachers
would face frequent problems while entering the
marks in cumulative records of students. To
overcome this, the school introduced the concept
of hall ticket/clearance certificates to instill a
sense of urgency among students for the
completion of all the FA components. Now, there
is clear understanding for both the student and
the subject-wise teacher about the pending items

and students also complete the pending items in

time. This feedback is also regularly

communicated with the parents.

Also, to make students more proactive, the
school introduced school diary for class 10
students. Students document the daily subject
wise topics explained in each period, followed
by the homework. The headmaster signs the diary
at the end of each day. This created a sense of
accountability and ownership among the students

to complete the daily tasks.

Innovative techniques in the teaching-learning

process

To improve the teaching learning process,
and to make learning of Maths and Science easy
for students, the school initiated several
innovative techniques. The following methods are

Outcome : The children are proficient in
reading, writing and subsequently, the students
reproduce the learned content effectively in their
own words in the exam.

With the practice of the initiatives, there has
been a consistent improvement in the students
attendance, year-after-year reaching 74% by
March 2020.

Students developed life
skills and creative qualities and learned moral

values. Students participate in various co-
curricular activities to build reading and writing
skills, leadership skills, self-expression,
questioning skills, ability to work in teams,
creativity, presentation skills, self-confidence,
organizational skills and time management.
Students are more responsible about their school
work and take part actively in the teaching
learning process. They developed a great bond
with all the teachers and HM.

Teachers: With students coming regular to
school is motivating the teachers to actively teach
lessons to students. It is encouraging the teachers
to try new methods of teaching. Teachers share
good understanding and rapport with both students
and their parents.
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Parents: Parents feel a sense of inclusiveness in various school activities. Parents have become

more responsible and accountable about the education of their child. Parents make random visits to

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the School to check if their ward is in the school.
Now Parents are more concerned about the
progress of their children. They started having
regular interactions with teachers and HM. On
the whole, the attitude of parents towards the
school and the education of their child has

improved.

School as an Institute : The smooth
functioning of the School has improved academic
aspects, administrative aspects. There is an
increase in the participation of parents in school
-related activities. Parents feel easy to come to
School and express their concerns freely. There
is a decrease in the number of students coming
irregular to school. The community have noticed

the school emerging in various aspects.

Aradhana narrated her efforts and the support

she received for the development of school

Since I am an FAC HM, this is all new
learning to me. It was a learnign experience when

working on these challenges. We wanted to bring

about discipline in the student's way of life and
charter the school’s vision accordingly. In the
process, there were challenges and setbacks.
However, I worked in the guidance of the
Sr. School Heads and MEO.

I saw a positive change in the overall
perception of the parents and the community
elders towards the school and the education
system. It gives me great confidence and motivates
me to look for such innovative / out of box
practices for solutions. I firmly believe that the
school head is the forerunner for the development
of'school. With positive thinking and good team
effort, I brought a change in the school
management. [ am glad that I could motivate my
staff members to work collectively towards the
common goal. We distributed the work and the
teachers executed the ideas with sincere effort,
and all the working staff has provided good
support. We are confident that proper planning,

dedication and teamwork can solve many issues.

With private and corporate schools rooting
up heavily, the functioning of government schools
with full strength is becoming a challenging task
to many of the headmasters. However, the state-
run schools are making sincere efforts to build
the image of the school by providing quality
education to students on par with that of private
schools. With the child's future at the centre, the
school's staff designs the curriculum and
effectively executes it to help children work on
their potentials for their bright future. The SLDP
team brings to you the efforts made, by Riyazuddin
Maniyar, headmaster of Govt. Upper Primary
School Lal Masjid, Narayanpet, Mahabubnagar
District, towards improving the student
enrollment in the school.

The Govt. Upper Primary School Lal Masjid
established in 1972 provided education in Urdu
medium to students of classes 1 and 2 and later
the school upgraded the classes to 7th grade. At
that time, the strength of the school is 400. The
school which functioned successfully for a few

years had seen a downfall with the entry of private
and corporate schools. The parents, who were
more impressed with private schools imparting
education in English medium, joined their wards
in private schools. As a result, the number of
students gradually came down to 20 and in which
only 6 to 7 students attended the school. The
remaining students would only come during the
mid-day meal. During that time, the school lacked
a pleasant environment and quality education as
well. The other reason for the low enrollment is
low economic conditions of the families and the
young school-going children take care of their
siblings. In Narayanpet, most of the people
survive on weaving sarees.

On seeing the disturbing scenario of the
school, the headmaster took steps to restore the
school with adequate facilities, infrastructure for
providing quality education to students. On
understanding the economic conditions of the
parents, he collects a hundred rupees from each
house to meet the necessities of the students. He
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distributes notebooks, textbooks, exam pad,
school bag, compass box, uniform to students.
The motive behind this was to encourage them to
send their children to school and he promised
quality education for children by initiating Quality
Learning programme for all classes. For ensuring
quality learning, the students are divided into
groups to promote peer learning and made to sit
in U-shape to make sure all the students have equal
opportunity to interact with teachers and among
themselves. Besides, creating a fearless
environment in the school and the teachers have
a friendly relationship with the students. The
teachers keep a watch on every student's progress
and help them overcome their learning
difficulties. However, it took three months to
improve learning among students.

The other initiatives of the school include
Bala Sabha, Water Bell, Mid-day meal.

BALA SABHA

It is a weekend programme that aims at
improving the learning skills and life skills of
students. This popular programme has enabled
children to express their opinions, to question,
analyze and respond to the local environment.
The learning has become joyful and the response
from the students is remarkable. On the other side,
students actively participate in cultural
programmes. Recently, a few students emulated
the characters of national leaders and spoke a
few words about India and its history, culture
and tradition. The conduct of cultural programmes
helped the children to develop organizational and
presentation skills, leadership qualities, enhanced
the expression of children and given them the
platform to showcase their talents. The teachers
be always a supporting pillar for students at the
time of deciding the activity and fine-tune it to

make sure the students deliver a splendid

performance.

Water Bell

The school has initiated Water Bell to make
sure the children drink enough water to keep
themselves healthy and hydrated. The bell rings
three times a day. When the bell rings, the children
drink water and the teacher taking the class at
that particular time monitors the students. This
initiative has also inculcated the habit of regular
water intake throughout the day.

Bringing all the above activities to the fore,
the school staff and the headmaster have gained
the trust of the local community predominantly
the minority community to admit children into the
school. Now the student strength has improved
to 50 and the headmaster is on his way to further

increase the enrollment in the years to come.

For teaching Hindi, the Hindi language
teacher B. Naresh, has introduced Hindi patriotic
songs and made the children dance for Hindi
songs to develop the interest in learning the Hindi
language. This approach to learning the language
has made the students become avid lovers of
Hindi reading and even perform a dance for Hindi
songs during National festivals. The continuous
reading, writing and listening to Hindi songs have

influenced their learning to result in a relief from
fear towards the Hindi language.

For teaching the English, the English
language teacher B Santosh Kumar, is using talking
books to inculcate the reading habit in students.
Besides, he converses in English and crack jokes,
delivers dialogues in English to make the students
familiar with the language. The children are also
involved in skits performed in the English
language. This way the students are able to speak
the language fluently without any inhibitions.
Also, the Telugu language teacher put effort to
guide the children in learning their mother tongue.
The Telugu teacher B. Aparanji give different
topics for student to write in Telugu every day.

For this, she allocates 30 minutes. Further, she
distributes talking books and other Telugu
language books from Library to students in the
classroom. Her persistent efforts have brought
sweetness to the language in both spoken and
written forms of the language.

Academics mapped with activities enrich
learning

To impart academics to students through
activities. For instance, the social science teacher
assigns projects for students to accomplish.
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e The class 10 students worked on the
presentation of topics in Indian
Geography

e  The class 9 students presented Indian
Agriculture through models & visuals.

e  The class 8 students demonstrated the
banking system in the classroom. The
children performed a skit to explain the
rules of the bank, what is ATM, laws to
have adhered.

e The class 7 students explained the

country's craft and handloom
production industry. They have even
conducted a survey on the crafts and
arts of the village and listed the number

of people employed in its production.

e The class 6 students gathered
information about the working of gram
panchayats.

Attendance and Academic development

In addition to the mentioned above activities,
students conduct mock assembly, mock elections
and also gather information about the topography
of different regions, types of forests from
textbooks and use internet to add additional
information to their knowledge base. The students
keep themselves updated by reading newspapers
and also do a critical analysis of the news.

This approach to learning has made the
traditional way of instructing in a class become
old-fashioned. There is a steady rise in students'
performances which eventually led to an increase

in admissions.

Acting with the stream
of consciousness and adhering to the state's
guiding rules in providing the children the best
education, the government school heads are
shouldering the responsibility to improve the
prospects of the students by providing them
with a conducive learning environment and

basic amenities in school. It is a stressful task
for the school heads to get things in line. But
difficult and tough the situation can be, they

remain undismayed and undaunted.

A. Suchitra Anand, the head

of ZPHS
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Peddamadur, Jangoan District, who is a
successful headmistress in the eyes of the students
and parents for her dedicated work in improving
the standards of school. She has a visionary plan
for students.

ZPSS Peddamadur, is
Peddamadur village, Devaruppula Mandal of

located in

Jangaon district in Telangana. In the erstwhile
Nizam period the village was also known as
Madoorkalan, situated 25 kilometers from
Jangaon district headquarter. The school was
built in a calm and serene location surrounded
by lush green fields. The impact of modernization
has not reached the village, and the locals depend
on agriculture for their livelihood and sustenance.
The majority of the people belong to socially and
economically weaker sections of society. As a
result of various schemes implemented by the
government and the efforts put in by the teachers,
the dropout rate has declined to near zero. The
students attend classes regularly, but the
performance of the students in academics was

not in tandem with their regularity.

When A. Suchitra took charge in June 2019,
she realized that basic facilities offered by the

school is affecting the health, behavior, learning
and growth of the students to some extent. The
school has well qualified, trained and experienced
teachers who put effort to the benefits of students.
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The external walls of the classrooms and the inner

sides of the compound wall were filled with the
diagrams from textbooks and also inspirational
quotes. This inspired the physical science teacher
cum artist, T. Narender, to adorn the walls with
diagrams and pictures. The ambience captivated
one and many and an article “walls that teach”
was published in the local vernacular daily.

The other teachers too extended their support
in their own way to enhance the performance of
the students. The staff encourages the students to
participate in various curricular, co-curricular and
extracurricular activities at the Mandal and the
district levels. A student was selected for the
INSPIRE awards at state level.

Despite all these things, she observed that
there was a hiatus between the expectation and
realization. She realized that something was
holding the students back. There was something
that was nagging the students and hindering them
from coming up with their best. She pondered
over this and concluded that there was some
relationship between the school’s physical
environment and student’s achievement. A
comfortable environment is conducive to learning

and enhances the performance of the student. Upon
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interaction with students, she pinned down some
issues that negatively impacted the student’s
performance. The issues include the lack of
separate rooms for a science laboratory, library,
proper playground, well-ventilated classrooms,
drinking water facility, washroom facilities for
boys and girls, etc.

“The children’s feedback was an eye-opener

for us as we never in our dreams imagined that

such minor issues would hamper the child’s
progress. Lack of proper toilet facilities includes
no water, door locks, hand wash/toilet soap,
hygienic conditions of toilets, had a major impact
on the child’s education and state of mind. These
issues had negativity in the child’s attitude

towards learning,” said Suchitra.

She further added that the New Education
Policy emphasises the importance of a child’s
well-being in conducive learning environment,
it is the responsibility of the schools to educate
the children and also create a safe learning
environment. The school environment should

boost the child’s overall progress.

The school identified the various factors
leading to hiatus between the expectation and
realization. As the school incharge, she convened
a staff meeting and discussed the ideas for
execution. To overcome these problems, they
concluded that there is a need for community
participation in the day-to-day functioning of the
school. “We also prioritized the issues and
unanimously decided to provide proper
washroom facilities along with running water on

a war footing,” she added.

As this was outside the purview of the school,
the school approached the Gram Panchayat and
submitted an application in the Gram Sabha
requesting them to take necessary action but the
response to the request was at a slow pace.
Because of delay, Suchitra explained the gravity
of the situation and pestered the authorities to

sanction the water supply connection to the
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school. She was able to put an end to the problem
that existed over the years. The village sarpanch
also extended financial aid for minor repairs of
the washrooms. The collective efforts of the
school staff, SMC, the Gram Panchayat, and the
community, in general, has improved the physical

amenities of the school.

With the facilities in the school, the school
head observed the students learning discipline
and the right attitude. The students are now
spending quality time in the school compared to
the earlier days when they used to go away from
the school during school hours due to the lack of
amenities. Lack of proper physical amenities
adversely impacted the student’s discipline. As
there is no one to monitor, students used to go out
of the school premises during intervals and fight

with each other using abusive language. They also

came late to the school after the interval.
However, the students provided with facilities
and teacher monitoring students has put an end to
these issues. It brought a remarkable change in
the student’s discipline and interaction, and the

number of absentees also came down.

As a school leader, she took up the initiative
of providing the facilities in the school brought
about a sea change in the attitude of the students,
parents and the community towards the school in
general and education in particular. There was a
remarkable improvement in the performance of
the students in various curricular and co-
curricular competitions. To ensure that the
students utilizes every single opportunity, teachers
encourage them to participate in all the activities

organized by the department and NGOs.
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What more?

The school encourages the students to
exchange any two books in their possession to a
new dictionary sponsored by Adarsha Library
Peddamadur. As a result, the students realized
the value of books and understood that it is
important to read and preserve them in a proper

manner.

In order to make the students feel socially
responsible towards the society, a fund-raising
campaign was organized by the school during the
times of natural calamities. Later, on the lines of
humanity, students pooled in money to render
financial assistance to Smt. Ramadevi, PET, who
had worked in the school and was hospitalized

due to liver cirrhosis.

During the pandemic, the teachers made
online classes a big success with regular
monitoring, telephonic interaction with the
students. They also conducted special sessions
on the zoom platform to make children understand
the importance of online classes. At the same
time, we are successful in motivating the students

to participate in various online competitions.

for a headmaster. A headmaster plays a pivotal
role in the process of the school's overall
development.

in conversation with the reporter from SCERT
about his journey as a headmaster in
remodeling the school.
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Share with us your experience when you first
entered the school?

In the beginning,the MPPS Bekkera
functioned as Upper Primary School. After a few
years, the school was given the status of primary
school when the adjacent school was made Upper
Primary. I was transferred to MPPS Bekkara in
the year 2013. The look and feel of the school
premises shocked me. The school building was
out of sight as it was completely covered with
weeds and bushes. On the other side, a part of its
premises became the shelter for sheep and goats.
In view of that wild ambience, the parents stopped
to send their kids to school and children were
sent to work in crop fields as a daily wage labour.

Surprisingly, only five children were seen inside

What strategies you have put to play to give
the school a new shape?

Before I took charge, the school premises
looked wild with tall overgrown tress and thick
bushes and unfortunately became a shed for cattle.
The school is given a new -look by pulling out
the cattle shed on the premises and cutting down
the tall bushes all over. With all our efforts, we
transformed it into a conducive environment for
students to pursue education. I went to every
house in the village to interact with parents. I had
urged them to send their wards to school when
they refused to do so. In my attempt to gain the
trust of parents, I started the Badi Bata

programme. For which, all the teachers visited
the homes of students to educate both parents and
the children about the importance of primary
education. The outcome of this programme had
smashed our apprehensions as we saw an
increase in the strength of students to 19.

This small achievement filled in us the hope
that we can change the face of the school at the
earliest. These 19 students were regular to school
but what we observed is the students have
behavioural issues. It is then we decided to plan
the ways to substitute another expression if
possible. We have organized sessions to educate
the children for good etiquette or behaviour. The
practices taken up in the sessions has impressed
the parents as they could see the discipline in
their children while performing a task. This
significant change has been instrumental in the
increase in student enrollment. Now, the strength
of students has reached to 30.

Emphasis on quality education

Moving ahead, our prime focus is to give
quality education to students for which a
comprehensive curriculum has been carefully
designed and implemented. The teachers impart
education in English medium and carry out
activities in the classroom for the better
understanding of lessons to the students. Every
individual student is given attention and the
teachers have been striving hard to ensure a

consistent rise in the learning curve of students.
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How is the SMC support?

School management committee (SMC) acted
as a communicator informed the local community
about the changes happening in the school. In
SMC Meetings, we discuss the school
developments and children's progress. The
School Development planning committee
involves village youth, local public
representatives, locally educated people, donors,
parents and teachers. Through SMC regular
meetings, we have gained the trust of the
committee members the village sarpanch, the
local youth, who always stand in fore front to
collect donations for the school development
after seeing the change in the attitudes of children
and their academic progress. They have
contributed thousands of rupees to give the school
anew shape. The donations are perfectly used to
equip the school with adequate infrastructure and
facilitates for creating a conducive environment
for children to learn. With these measures the
school is now perceived as a model school in

the entire mandal.

How did Mid-Day meal help in improving the
enrollment and attendance?

Absolutely, it is one of the reasons for
improving the enrollment and also play a key role
in sustaining the strength of the school. As most
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of the families struggle to provide one meal a
day, the children come to school with empty
stomach. We provide them the breakfast and lunch.
The quality of food is maintained and ensure that
the children stay healthy. Through this Mid-day
meal programme, the children are regular to
school as they can fulfil two things - food and
education. Besides, by consuming the quality food
children don't fall sick frequently and remain
active in school activities.

In what way does the school sensitize students

towards environmental protection?

We planted 110 saplings under the
prestigious Haritha Haram programme. To
sensitize the students towards environment and
its protection, we allowed each student to own
two plants. This activity induced a sense of
responsibility among students.

Our prime focus is to give Quality
Education to students for which a structured
curriculum has been carefully designed and
implemented.

MPPS Vangoor, established in the year
1978, started with five classrooms. The strength
of students was 150 till the year 2002. Later, due
to the sharp rise of students opting for private
schools in the surrounding areas, the number of
students studying in MPPS VANGOOR came
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down. Likewise, the strength of students has
further fallen down in the academic year 2018-
19. When comes to the structure of the school
building, the condition of the building worsens
every rainy season. When it rains, the water
remains stagnated inside the classrooms and a
continuous leakage is observed from the ceiling.

After knowing the condition of the school,
the headmaster first decided to provide basic
necessities to students. For which, he teamed up
with teachers to implement the ideas forthe
renovation and made accurate estimation for the
completion of the task. The headmaster with the
help of sponsorers, youth, and the local community
garnered amount about Rs 11,00,000 for carrying
out the mission of renovation. The collected
amount was used for paintings the school walls
and repair work. As part of the remodeling works,
the walls were painted green and other eye-catchy
colors amidst the images of eminent personalities
to give an aesthetic look to the school building.

For the well-being of students, a stage was
constructed for providing the students with a
platform to display their innate talents. Besides,
the school has initiated the Badi Bata programme
to educate parents on the importance of education.
The teaching staff did door -door campaign with
a promise of providing good facilities in the
school. In view of all these developments, the
parents have started to send their children to
MPPS Vangoor and the rise in enrollment to 72
students have boosted the confidence of the
school management.

The school now facilitates a library in every
classroom. This is a small class-wise library with
books for students have access to storybooks and
moral science books. Students read the stories
and teacher intervenes wherever necessary to
make them understand the essence of every story.
Apart from that, 50 inches LED TV is used to
play rthymes and other learning content. For
inculcating discipline and moral values in students
the headmaster appointed two volunteers. With
SMC support and donations from various
organizations and individuals, the school is now
functioning well and the steps are taken to further
enhance the students learning and make a mark.

The inspiring journey of C. Shashank left
footsteps for other students to follow and conveys
that the love towards the school is priceless.
